The Russian land forces were signally
defeated at Mukden in March, and in
May the Russian Baltic fleet was prac-
tically annihilated in the strait of Korea
by the Japunese fleet under Admiral
Togo. On the' initiative of President
Roosevelt negotiations for a peace con-
ference were begun in June, and ses-
sions were opened in Portsmouth, N.
H., in August which ended in the con-
clusion of a treaty of peace signed by
the emperor of Russia and the emperor
of Japan Oct. 14. Hostilitles in this
war continued approximately one year
and four months, and the estimated
cost of the conflict is over $3,000,000,-

The epigrammatist tried to fill his
little glass as full as possible, and
there were bubbles of malice round
the brim. Gradually the idea grew
that an cpigram ought to finish with
a §nap; that the very end of the last
line ought to contain the essence of
the lampoon This type of the form
was amusingly defined by Dr. Ed-
ward Walsh, a poet of the latter half
of the cvmtcenth century:

An epigram should be—if right—

Short, simple, pointed, keen and bright,
A lively little thing;

A wasp, with taper body, bound

By lines, not many, neat and round—
All ending in a sting.

The poetical shape was always
preserved, since without it an epi-
gram would scarcely have been any-
thing at all. A French wit, La Mon-
noye, said that an epigram in prose
is & cavalryman dismounted. But a
large proportion of the Elizabethan
and Jucobean epigrams were beg-
gars on horseback who if they ha”®

been turned off their rhyme would
have been beggars and nothing else.
The idea was that a joke or a state-
ment of fuct, whether grave or gay,
had but to be rhymed to become a
piece of literature worthy to be
printed and preserved in the ar-
chives of a poet’s writings.—Ed-
mund Gosse in Harper’s Magazine.
