May Hit This State Hard.

If the postoffice department car-
ries into effect a policy that has been
agreed upon for reducing the num-
ber of rural free delivery routes
throughout the country the service
in North Carolina will be hit hard
In explanation of the action of
Postmaster General Cortelyou in
asking for a reduced appropriation
for rurdl free delivery from congress
the statement was made by au offi-
cial of the department that the ser»
vice is to be cut down where it is
not “appreciated.” The action is
to be taken on routes that do not
handle 2,000 packages a month,
The department does not believe that
patrons have a proper appreciation
of the service where the number of
packages fall below that figure. The
average number of packages handled
on the routes in North Carolina is
1,900, and if the department lives
up to its announced policy thereisa
fine prospect for thinuing out the
rural routes in Tar Heeldom. In
South Carolina the average is 2,400
packages; In this connection a high
official expressed the opinion that
each case would be decided on its
merits, and that the policy would
not be literally carried out.—Wash-
ington cor. Raleigh News and Ob~
server.

The record of the life of the de-
ccased hid (o e examined by a
tribunal of foriy-two judzes before
he could bLe given burial with his
ancestors. I the decds of his life

 proved that he was worthy of barial
ilis body wus carried across the sa-
ered lace, oi wiich cach province
had one, and was there permitted to
rest. If the judes found him un-
worthy. even though he belonged to
the hizhest rank, he could not be
buried with his ancestors. The body
was returned to his relatives and
was buried on the side of the lake
opposite to the burial place of the

just.

The belief of the Egyptians in a
future state of existence gave rise
to the practice of embalming the
dead. They wished to carefully pre-
serve the body, go that the soul upon
its return to its former abode at the
end of all things might find it ready
for its reception. Bodies were em-
balmed in three dilferent ways. The
most expensive and magnificent
method was used: upon the bodies
of kings and other persons of dis-
tincuished rank, the cost amount-
ing to a talent of silver, or $610.

A number of persons were em-
ploved in the process of embalming,
and they were treated with great re-
gpect. They filled the cavities of
the body with myrrh, cinnamon,
spices. and many kinds of sweet
swelling drugs.

After a certain time had elapsed
the body was swathed in lawn fil-
lets, which were glued together with
a kind of thin gum, and then crust-
ed over with costly perfumes. By
this mode of embalming the shape
of the body, the lineaments of the
face, the ecvebrows and eyelashes
were preserved in their natural per-
fection. Bodies thus embalmed are
what we now call BEgyptian mum-
mies.

It is
said that the leaves constantly dis-
till enough water to furnish drink
to every living creature in Hiero, na-
ture having provided this remedy
for the drought of the island. Every
morning near this part of the is-
land a cloud or mist arises from the
gea, which the winds force against
the steep cliff on which the tree
grows, and it is from the mist that
the tree distills the water.

China, too, claims her remarkable
tree. This is known as the tallow
tree, so called from the fact of its
producing a substance like tallow,
and which serves the same purpose,
is of the same consistence, color and
gmell. On Loochoo islgnd grows a
tree, about the size of a common
cherry tree, which possesses the pe-
culiarity of changing the color of its
blossoms. At one time the flower
assumes the tint of the lily and
again shortly takes the color of the
rose. In Tibet there is a curious
tree known as the tree of the thou-| ¢
gand images. Its leaves are covered i
with well defined characters of the
Tibetan alphabet. It is of great
age and the only one of its kind
known there.

The baobab tree is considered one
of the most wonderful of the vege-
table kingdom. It appears that
nothing can kill this tree; hence it
reaches an astonishing age as well
as enormous size. The natives make
a strong cord from the-fibers-of the
bark; hence the trees are continual-
ly barked, but without damage, as
they soon put forth a new bark. It
appears impervious to fire, and even
. the ax is resisted, as it continues to
