Percentage of Cotton Yet Ungin-
ned.

Atlanta, Ga., Jan, 30.—Presis
dent Harvie Jordan, of the South-
ern Cotton Association, today gave
Qut a statement in which he takes
severely to task the Census Burean
at Washington for alleged short-
comivgs, He says in part:

‘The action of Director North of
the Census Burean, in failing to
make publie all the information he
secured from the ginrers January
16 and his persisteut refvsal to do
80, in face of repeated demands, is
exc t'nr considerable iodignation
throughout the South. Mr. North
asked, Jaruary 16, all ginoers for
the tollowing information:
¢ ‘How many bales ginped for
the season of 19059

‘ ‘What is the average weight of
bales giuned to date?’ ”’

¢ ¢{What is your estimate of the
percentage of cotton remaimng to
be gianed?

““The public received the result
of the arswers to the first question
on Jauvuary 23 in the statement
that 9,998,111 bales had been gin-
ned. The resultof the other two
inquiries bave been withbeld so
far, I wired Mr, North as follows:

‘“ ¢For what purpose was average
weight of bales and estimated
amount of eotton to be ginned after
Januvary 16, suppressed in your
recent ginner’s report! As this is
puble official intormation, kindly
wire me today the resuit of the
estimates as shown,

“Tn reply to the above Mr,
North eent the following:

*“ tAverage weight of bales will
be wade public assvonas can_ be
‘compiled. Estimated amouuts 1o
be ginued were obtained and only
approximately to eunabie census
office o determine what countics
must again be canvassed tor final
report aud not for pubhic use,
Will be published if cougress di-
rects it. 'Resolation was iotro-
duced to that effect,’

000 bales uf the crop were ginned
prior to September 1, and were
counted in the commercial erop of
1904-’06,0ut have been made apart
of the Uensus Bureau report of
9,998,111, Deducting the 470,000
bales from the published total ot

counted in the crop of 1905 '06,
Add to thie 150,000 bales, and
there still remaivs a crop under
ten million bales.

Congressmen Claude and W. W,
Kitchin Supporting Bill to
Allow Farmers to Manu-
facture Their Own
Tobacco With-

v, ‘out Tax.

Thomas J, Pence in a spreial
trom Washington to The News and
Observer sends the fullowing which
is of mueh importauce te tobucco
growers in thiv seetion:

“Representive Claude Kitchin
bas ivtroduced in the house a 1e:0-
lution epacted by the last general
assembly of North Carolina, urg-
ing the State delegation to suppcr
a bill, which gives to farmers the
right to manufacture tobacco of
their own growth without tax. In
pursnance of this resolution M.
W. W. Kitchin nas introduced a
bill, ewmbodying the legislative
demand, which reads as follows:
“That growers of tobacco shall
have the right free from taxation
to stem and hand twist or hand
press orin. any other way, and in
any quantity, form, or shape, make
and prepare for market any tobac-
co of their growth and to sell the
same to any persons without license
and without the payment of any
tax thereon; aud that said tobacco
80 prepared by the grower thereof
shall pot be subject to tauxation
under the internal revenue laws
10 long as it remains in the form
and condition in which the grower
prepared it, aud that in such form
and condition any person may buy
sell, or use the same without tax
of license.’

““While the Messrs, Kitchin rep-
reseut possibly the two largest
tobacco growing districts in the
state, the entire delegation is very
much io favor of such legislation,
which, itis believed, will afford
great relief to tobacco planters,
The state delegation will give its
earnést suppert to the measure,’”’

The Conference at Algeciras,

g — :

All the great powers, including
the United States, are represented at
this conference, the American dele-
gates being Mr. Henry White, our
ambassador to Italy, and Mr. 8. R.
Cummere, our minister to Morocco.
Count von Tattenbach Askold, Ger-
man minister to Morocco, heads the
Grerman delegation; M. Paul Revoil,
ex-Governor of Algiers and formerly

French minister to Morocco, leads

the French delegation; the Marquis
Visconti Venosta, former minister of
Foreign Affaire, is at the head of ihe
Italian members; Sir Arthur Nicol-
son heads the British delegation

while Morocco is represented by a
lavge delegation, at the head of
which is the venerable Mohammed
El Torres, the Moroccan Minister of
Foreign Affairs, who is over eighty
years of age. There is one Austrian
delegate, who represents also the
Vatican, and who will present on
behalf of the Pope, a proposition for
freedom of worship in Morncco. The
representative of King Alfonso, the
Duke of Almodovar, Spanish Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs, was elected
president of the conference. The
first subject coming up for discuss-
ion was the question of contraband
trade in arms across the Algerian:
Moroccan border over-sea from
France, Germany and Spain. It
may be said in general that Germas
ny concedes the special position of
France, and that both agree to aand
contend for the ‘“open door” in'
commerce. It is simply a question
of who shall be permitted to police
the country: France because of the
nearness of her Algrian colony,which
is the French contention, supported

by England, Italy and Spain; or an

international gendarmerie which is
the German contention, supported

by Austria and some of the smaller

European nations. A reorganizas:
tion of Moroccan finances is also a
question which will come up for set-

tlement. The conference opens with

many protestations of peaceful in~

tentions on the part of all participate

ing—From “The Progress of the

World,” in the American Monthly

Review of Reviews for February.

Practical In England.
_Government is full of “make be-
lieves.” One of the fictions of the
English system is that @ member of
garliament cannot resign his seat.
But, although he is not allowed to
resign, he may nevertheless retire
from parliament at his pleasure.
He asks to be appointed steward of
the Chiltern hundreds. It is the
theory of the British gonstitution
that when a member oi parliament
accepts office under the crown he
must obtain the consent of his con-
stituents. Thus his seat is vacated,
and he must be elected again after
his appointment if he wishes to ac-
‘cept the new ofiice.

A member who wishes to retire
from parliament applies for this
nominal office of steward of the
Chiltern hundreds, is appointed,
thereby vacates his seat and then
immediately resigns his stewardship,
go that the situation is vacant for
the next member who wishes to re-
tire.

A crown steward is custodian of
of one of the manors, hundreds or
honors belonging to the royal de-
mesne. The manors were Anglo-
Saxon townships, and “hundreds”
were collections of townships within
a given shire. The abuses perpetrat-
ed by these stewards led to the re-
duction of their numbers until final-
ly, under Charles II., nearly all the
stewardships, were abolished.

One of the few crown steward-
ships which survived was that of
the three hundreds of Chiltern, in
the county of Bucks. Through this
region pass the Chiltern hills. From
the earliest Norman times this prop-
erty has been “in the hands of the
lord the king.”

In 1750 the “ingenious constitu-
fw)

tional fiction,” which is noted above,
came into practice. In that year
the stewardship of the Chiltern
hundreds was conferred upon John
Pitt, M. P., solely that he might va-
cate his seat. ~ It has been constant-
ly in use for that purpose ever since,
and now the stewardships of the
other crown manors have been ap-
plied in the same way at various
times.—London Quarterly Review.

It is forbidden to get on or off of
the railway carriage ®hile it is in
motion. It is forbidden to get but
at all until you have given up your
ausgang coupon and are discharged
free. It is forbidden to stick your
head out of the window. It is for-
bidden to throw bottles out of the
window. It is forbidden to break
the window. It is forbidden to sound
the danger signal unless your life is
in peril. .

“When you have complied with
all the regulations, been ticketed,
punched, counted and have gone
through the ‘ausgang’ you are apt
to find a big sign, ‘Durchgang Ver-
boten’—*no thoroughfare’—owing to
repairs. But if you try to go back
through the ‘ausgang,” whence you
have just emerged, you will find
that it is ‘verboten.” You must go
back into the station through some
other ‘eingang’ and then go out
again through some other ‘ausgang.’
All through the German speaking
parts of Switzerland you find the
German ‘verboten’ also prevails in
railway stations and elsewhere.
