Under the constitution ol 1875 
the French President s chosen by 
the Senators and deputies in joint 
session. This method of selection 
insures the choice of man wjiom the 
legislators know, and whom they 
believe to be devoted to the principle 
of the supremacy of the legislature. 
They habitually select aman who has 
long been a mem bt̂ r, and has per­
haps served as president, of one or 
the other of the chatnbers; who hns 
been active in committee work, and 
has perhaps held a portfolio in one 
or more ministries; who is not a 
strenuous or aggressive, and has not 
made too many personal enemies, 

'his president, under the provisions 
of the constitution, may exercie# 
certain enumerated powers only in 
he councils of ministers, and every 

act of his must be countersigned by 
a minister. The constitution aleo 
)rovides that ’*the ministers are col- 
ectlvely responsible to the chambers 
:or the general policy of the admin* 
istration, and individually responsi­
ble for their own personal acts.’’ 
The French constitution vests the 
appointment of the ministerd in the 
president, and does not require that 
their appointment be confirmed by 
the legislature; but by the mode of 
his election aod the nature of hi^ po* 
sition, the French Piesident is 
obliged to take his ministers from 
the dominant party or coalition in  
the Chamber of Deputies, as the 
King of Great Britain takes bis from 
ihe dominan^ party in the House of 
Commons. The list is actually 
drawn up by the party leaders, and 
the President appoints the men 
whose names are submitted to him. 
All the powers conferred upon him 
by the constitution are, in fact, ex* 
ercised by the ministers. As the 
familiar French witticism puts it: 
“The King of Great Britain rigns, 
but does noi govern; the President 
of the United States governs, but 
does not reign; the President of the 
French Republic neither reigns nor 
governs ”—From “I'he French 
Presidency and the American,”  by 
Munroe Smith, in the American 
Monthly Review of Reviews for Feb* 
rusry.

The only day in the year when 

these red men were a source of intery 
est to  the inhabitants was tha t on 
which they received their allowance 
from  n h e  great White Father.”  The 
citizens of Cheyenne prided them­
selves upon the celerity with which 
th e  government funds were rp to red  
to  circulation. On one day in par­
ticular there was a large sum coming 
to  each warrior from the govern­
ment for some lands which it had 
purchased from them. Each war­
rio r was turned loose upon the bi^i- 
ness community with something like 
$2,000. While the innocents were 
looking about for treasures which 
they might possess one of the braves 
lighted  a hearse, Avhich was the first 
Tchicle of the kind he had ever seen. 
A t the time of the gréat payment 
o f fi.e Cheyennes there were few 
vehicles of any description in the 
city. Particularly was there a dearth 
of such as coukl be used for pleasure 
wagons. So it is easily understooi 
tha t the red man possessed himsel 
immediately of the funeral car anc 
a team of six mules, though it took 
nearly all the money he had under 
his blanket. He and his squaw seat­
ed themselves on the box seat and 
drove oif in line style. Whenever 
any other Indians of the tribe were 
encountered on the way they were 
invited to get aboard, and soon every 
ava’Pl^e ir.eh of sna'^e on the roof 
was filled. Next they were crowded 
into the box, where they presented 
alm ost ludicrous appearance, vnth 
their solemn eyes looking through 
the glass sides." When no moiyj pas­
sengers could be admitted the 
cquVage drove oiT at a tine pace to 
make a tour of the sliops which most 
apiKuled to their custom. The oc­
cupants of the hearse changed rap­
idly as the Indians succumbed to 
their too great purchasing power. 
The hearse also changed from one 
owner to another for a small consid­
eration. But through the entire 
day of the orgie the vehicle was 
spared any serious damage and at 
last was sold back to the undertaker 
for a small sum. Ilis nunishment 
for taking advantage o f  the simple 
minded Indian rrnsc from the fact 
tha t the ( it’?vns of Cliewnne would 
never consent to hire the hearse 
again. The remembrance of the 
p art it played in the Indians' spree 
waa too much for them, and there­
a f te r  it could have no serious part in 
thoir allairs.—New York Herald.
