A Summary qf the Railroad Bill.

Following is a suirmary of the 
railroad rate bill which passed the 
House 0Í Congress Thursday:

<*The bill increases the Inter- 
State commerce commission to sev­
en members, stipulates that they 
shall be appointed for a term of 
nine years (not more than four 
men from the same political party) 
aod fixes the annual salary of each 
at 110,000.

*̂ The commission is authorized 
to determioe and prescribe a just, 
reasonable maximum rate; its order 
is to go into effect thirty days after 
notice to the carrier, and is to re 
main in force nnlesa suspended or 
set aside by a oourt of competent 
jurisdiction. Violation of the 
commission’s order shall subject 
any carrier to â  floe of $6,000 for

Seldom a day passes that 
does not bring accounts of wrecks 
attended by fatalities, and it is no­
ticeable that the list of killed is near 
ly always composed of the men on 
tbe engines There seems to be 
8(Hne degree of safety, for the passen 
gers, but non*' for the men in tho 
cab. We are not prepared to offer 
suggeatioDs as to wh’it the railroads 
should do for the better protection 
of th'úr employes, but really some- 
tiiing ought to be done. It has 
reached the pass that a man is al._ 
most selling hisiife when he hires 
hiniS(*lf to go on a locomotive, and it 
is a wonder that the railroads can 
even now employ men to take these 
hazardous positions.

The public may read the accounts 
of these wrecks and think it is only 
a matter of small consequence if the 
engineers and firemen are killed 
justao the passengers escape, but 
the lives of these men are as dear to 
themselves and their families as are 
the lives of the passengers. It is 
appalling that those men, who in 
most instances are heroes, are being 
filaugbtered so rapidly. There is 
blame somewhere, and if the rail­
roads do not bring about some re­
formation it is only a question of 
time when they will be unable to 
get men to run on their engines.

Winning 8 trta t Children as Models i|nd 

Then Tiring Them Out.
The late famous but eccentric 

artist, James McJieil Whistler, had 
this gift of winning children to like 
and trust him. His friend, Mr. 
Menpes, has drawn an amusing pic­
ture of how he would prpceed with 
aome stray little child of the streets 
whose beauty or picturesque tatters 
had caught his eye. few words 
and a smile and the child would ac­
company him to her home. A hard­
er step was in explaining to the 
mother, who was willing enough she 
should be painted, but certain to de­
sire to wash her up and put on her 
best clotlies, that she must come 
just as she was. But that conceded 
and due payment promised, he 
would sail off triumphantly With the 
ragged mite trotting trustingly at 
his side.' And when Mr. Whistler 
and his model had arrived at the 
studio the artist would cry gayly:

“Xow we are going to do great 
things together!”

Then he would prepare a lunch­
eon, set the table, and finally—a 
moment of breathless interest to the 
small girl, who had been  ̂allowed to 
help in all the preparations—he 
would cook and turn a beautiful
omelet and serve it blazing hot on a 
big platter. They would have a gay 
and festive meal together—and 
after that, business. He would pose 
the child and begin to paint.

Once he began to paint he quite 
forgot, except for the purpose of 
art, that the child was a child, He 
never asked or thought if she were 
growing tired. He painted on and 
on. He would have painted on un­
til his little model fainted with 
weariness had she submitted so long 
to the ordeal. Fortunately she was 
sure to protest in time, although 
confidence in her new friend usual­
ly inspired a really iong period of 
patient endurance, so long indeed 
that when the inevitable protest 
came it was of the most primitive, 
inarticulate and irresistible kind.
