That 
largely accounts for the very 
much smaller number of acci­
dents in Prussia than in Ameri­
ca. There the roads are quick
to utilize all appliances that tend

,A§ a Rulft Its Vtrdict I» About Right
In Doing 'Juatico.

The average jury will fit for an 
liour or so listeniag attentively to 
the evidence, **8Í25Íng up'* thf wit- 
nessfs, and particularly the defend­
ant, bringing to bear their knowl­
edge of the conditions prevailing 
among the class and in the part of 
the city in which the crime was 
committed, and will then file out to 
the jury room, through the closed 
doors of which can be heard loud 
and often heated and profane wran- 
glings, which will suddenly cease, 
and then they will come filing back 
with a self satisfied air and deliver a 
verdict which in 95 per cent of cases 
is just about right when looked at 
from the broad point of view of do­
ing substantial justice. Keeping in 
mind that the defendant’s guilt 
must be proved beyond a reasonable 
doubt, it is but seldom that a fair 
mindtid prosecuting oilicer can quar­
rel with the verdicts of acquittal 
rendered in the coqnty of New 
York. Frequently juries will dis­
agree in the most exasperating man­
ner, owing to the presence of “the 
eleven obstinate men.”  But when a 
verdict is rendered it is safe to say 
that it is a vindication of the wis­
dom of the fathers in leaving the 
question of the guilt or innocence 
of a citizen to the judgment of 
twelve of his fellow citizens. Be­
fore that body the innocent man 
may gladly come, assured that his 
fellow citizens composing it desire 
to acquit rather than convict and 
that their combined intelligence and 
knowledge of men will appreciate 
and sympathize with his embarrass­
ment or slowness of wit, while the 
guilty man dreads the scrutiny of 
those twelve stolid common sense 
faces, for whose composite he knows 
he is no match, and with reluctance 
does he break the silence which was 
formerly imposed upon him by the 
law.— C. C. Nott, Jr., in Atlantic.

T H E  C AN AD IAfl.
H a It Sturdier, Slower end Lest Nerv­

ous Than the American.

Writing of the differences be­
tween Canadians and Americans, a 
correspondent says: “ The differ­
ences are mostly of degree. The 
superb self confidence of the aver­
age American woman as she walks 
abroad, the licensed obtrusiveness of 
children, the perpetual degeneracy 
of conversation into story tellinĝ —  
these characteristics are less marked 
in Canada than in the United States. 
In fact, Canada presents as yet a 
sub-American variety of civilization, 
though in some ways rapidly assim­
ilating to the United States. Physic­
ally the Canadian sepms to be a 
sturdier stock of heavier build, slow­
er moving and less nervous than the 
American. This is particularly ap 
plicable to the women, whose move­
ments and conversation are quieter 
end who are without the hunted 
look in the eyes which marks so 
many Americans.

“ It may be that the colder climate 
exercises some moderating influence, 
but probably the chief explanation 
of these differences lies in the fact 
th&t most Canadians are country 
born and bred. There qre few large 
cities, and even the dwellers in these 
cities keep up a most constant con­
tact with country life. Nowhere in
Canadian cities doesone see the pro­
fusion of luxury amí%aste visible in
New York or Chicago.^ Though 
most persons seem.to live in fair 
comfort, • there is no class of mil­
lionaires dominating ‘society' and 
making the form and pace for 
servile imitation among the less 
wealthy classes.

“Hunting and fishing, with their 
accompaniments ''f camping out, 
)lay a large part fhe national 

!ife, sport not having degenerated 
into the merely gambling and spec- 
tatorial habits. Altogether, the 
Canadian lives a healthier life. Even 
busy cities like .Toronto and Mont­
real conduct their business life more 
quietly than cities of corresponding 
caliber in the United States.— Chi­
cago N e w s .________
