ADVERTISING.

It Is Ons of tits Moat Ancient of AH the 
Civilized Arte.

I t  is generally believed, by the 
iimple and unlearned, that the art 
of advertising js ,of compaiatively 
modern invention, but ^ very slight 
study of the subjeét unll be;Suflícient 
to convince the inquirer that it is, 
in point of fact, one of the most an­
cient of all civilized arts. Indeed, 
the first advertisement was probably 
coeval with the first man who* had 
something to dispose of or with the 
first woman who wapted sonjething 
she had not got. I t  seems not im; 
possible that the serpent tempted 
Sve to partake of the 'apple by 
means of a “puff paragraph," set­
ting forth the merit^ of the fruit as 
a .compl'exioii beautifier.' Be that 
as ix may, the uses of advertisement 
were knoMOi at a very early date to 
the Israelites, who were accustomed 
to placard the streets of their cities 
with ÜM» utterances of kings and 
prophets.

The ancient Greeks, too, were 
much given to advertisement, chief­
ly througli the medium of the town 
crier, who, however, was not permit­
ted to offend the ears of the citizens 
with his proclamntions unless he 
wore accompanied by a musician to 
give him the correct pitch. The 
fact that property hud been stolen 
or damaged was made known by 
ineans of curses, inscribed upon 
sheets of lead, which were affixed to 
the statues of infernal deities in tlio 
temple, the vengeance of the gods 
being thus invoked upon the persons 
who had stolen or injured the adver­
tiser’s goods. A rider w'as usually 
added, to the effect that shoüld the 

* projierty be returned, or recompense 
)e paid, the owner would intercede 
witii the gods for a remission of tlie 
punishment.

The Romans also made use of the 
town crier to proclaim laws, victo­
ries or sales, and the walls , of the 
streets w'cre covered with notices 
painted in black or red or inscribed 
upon terra cotta slabs and let into 
the pillars on either side of houses 
and shops. Many of these wall ad- 
vertiüments w'ere found in Hercu­
laneum and PomjKiii, among the 
most interesting .being the an­
nouncements 01 the gladiatorial 
games, containing promises that 
shelter would be provided in casé of 
rain and that the sand would be 
watered should the w^bather be ex­
ceptionally warm.—Cornhill Maga­
zine.

SNOWSHOlS.
TKty Differ Greatly In Shape and Make

Aocordijjif to LoeaiHy*
In the intense coltl of ¿ e  far 

northwest, .where tlw anow is deep 
and frozen to a dry powder, says a 
writer in Outing, the dog driers us¿ 
t  shoe that is two and a half feet  ̂
long and ¿lirly narrow. The meshes 
are coarse in. the -spring, but mid­
winter and dry, hard snoW necessi­
tate an extremely fine mesh. The toe 
hole is placed about two-thirds the 
length forward, and the toe of the 
shoe is broad and upturned. In the 
best made shoes the filling is cleverly 
put in and presents a concave sur­
face to the snow and does nt)t sink 
in deeply, but carries up and for­
ward, so that the long body and 
heel always remain down, even at a 
fast pace.

In eastern Canada, where the 
country is less open, the snowshoe is 
an almost exact Opposite in shape. 
The oval is shorter ahd broadened 
until it appears very clumsy. Never­
theless it has been generally accept­
ed for all around use. In this model 
the toe hole is placed farther for­
ward for ease in hill climbing.

The ‘‘club” shoes follow this de­
sign, except’that they have upturned 
toes, whereas the trappers and lum­
bermen claim that it is easier to 
climb hills on the old flat toed mod­
el, especially when carrying a pack 
or dragging a toboggan. A specially 
designed shoe, called a “hill climb­
er,” has no filling forward of the 
toe hole nor back of the rear cross­
piece, besides-being very coarsely 
meshed. AVhere the forests are very 
dense the Indian uses a fairly broad 
shoe about three feet in length, en­
abling him to slip smoothly about 
through the trees, with small dan­
ger of tangling the tails in the thick 
underbrush, which would be sure to 
happen incessantly if they were 
modelled after those used on the 
open plains.

There is another interesting mod­
el, formerly used in the Adirondacks 
and now mostly confined to the 
Eocky mountains, called the “bear 
paw” shoe. It is a perfect oval i:' 
shape, having no heel or tail. It 
measures about 18 by 14 inches and 
is coarsely strung, the meshes being 
two to four inches across. This 
coarse mesh is very necessary where 
the snow is moist, as otherwise the 
shoe would load up at every step 
and make traveling impossible. Most 
of the eastern shoes are closely 
meshed, as the snow, being light and 
fine in a wooded countr^  ̂sifts easily 
through.
