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GAS BOAT SINKS.

Large Quantity of Fertilizers 
Goes Down With It

Oq Monday the gas boat Lillian, 
belonging to J. L. Fountain & Go., 
of Falkland, went to Hrt>oro tor a 
load of fertiliaseia. A erew of fi?e 
went along wirh the boat and took 
on a load of 300 sacks of cotton 
seed meal and two tone of goano. 
It taking until abont dark to finish 
loading the boat it was the inten­
tion of the crew to remain in Tar- 
boro over night and wait for day 
light to return to Falkland.

About 10 o’clock the men pump 
ed the boat out well and went to 
bed. One of them awoke at 1 
o’clock and found thst the boat 
was rapidly filling with water and 
sinking. He called up the others 
of the crew, but it was too late to 
do anything and the,boat and cargo 
sank to the bottom of the liver.

It is supposed that the accident 
was due to a new shaft having been 
pat in the boat Just before the 
trip to Tar boro was made, and the 
hole where the shaft went through 
the keel was not dosed suffidently 
to make it water tight. The leak** 
ing was much more rapid af^r the 
boat was loaded than when she 
was light.

The boatcan be raised bat most 
of the cargo will be a loss.

FARMERJi’ WIVES INTITÜTES*

The State department of agri­

Good Rules For tho Eyes.
Although ,jthe eyes coniribute 

more than almost any other feature 
to personal beauty, they get surpris­
ingly little attention from the ma­
jority of persons. Here are a few 
simple rules for preserving their 
strength and brightness:

Do not read by lirelight. When 
possible, protect the eyes from the 
direct glare of lamp, gas and candle 
light. Do not read or work in such 
a dim light that an effort is pecés- 
sary to see clearly. If the eyes are 
tender wear smoked or tinted 
glasses. Never apply soap near the 
eyes. Bathe them once daily, the 
lids being open, in tepid water. It 
is best to use an eye bath or egg cup 
and to open and close the lids in the 
water. Do not apply any face cream 
near the eyes. Put nothing on the 
lashes but the best of unscented oil. 
Never cut the lashes in the belief 
that they will be improved. Keep 
in mind that white cliffs, stretches 
of sand and of snow are injurious 
and must be guarded against with 
glasses.

A Story About Dumas.
Alexandre Dumas was one of the 

most generous of men. There is a 
pretty story told concerning a volu­
minous manuscript which his pub­
lisher received from him one day.

Take several heaping 
handfuls of dried currants' and 
throw them with all your might and 
main at the dough. Those that hit 
the dough will give it a freckled 
appearance; hence its name. Place 
in a slow oven. If any of the cur­
rants miss fire sweep them up and 
add while baking, as they give the 
dish a peculiar piquancy and zest.
