“Oh, yes! We watched it for a
long time.”

“And I saw you that very after-
noon, and you didn’t tell me there
was going to be one!” '

Of a more cheerful and contented
nature was another lady who was
in Paris during a fine appearance of
these “northern lights.”

“Did you see the aurora last
night ?” asked a friend.

“No; I didn’t know there was
one.”

“Oh, yes! It was perfectly beau-
tiful. You ought to have been out
watching it, as we were.”

“Well, 'm sorry,” quoth she, “but
never mind. I’ll see it tonight!”

" The Planet Venus.

Venus is the earth’s nearest plan-
etary neighbor and on that account
is an interesting subject. Her great-
est distance from the sun is 67,705,-
000 miles and her least 66,787,000,
which makes her orbit nearly circu-
lar. At times, when she gets be-
tween us and the sun, she is only

.1 4,000,000 miles away. At another

time, when the planet is beyond the
sun in a straight line from us, she
is 162,000,000 miles from us, Ve-
nus is 7,700 miles in diameter,which
makes her volume 92 per cent that
of the earth. On the earth falling
bodies travel 16.09 feet the first sec-
ond; on Venus only 13%5 feet. Ve-
nus receives twice the light and heat
that the earth does, and her year is
only 224 days and a fraction in
length.

Advanced Backward.

The expression “advanced back-
ward” gained great currency just
after the rencounter on the floor of
the United States senate between
Senator Henry S. Foote of Missis-
sippi and Senator Thomas H. Ben-
ton of Missouri.

CAUSES OF FAILURE.

Queer Reasons That Have Been Ase
signed For Bankruptey.

The petitioner in the court of
bankruptcy was a young man of
aristocratic birth. He had inherited
a fortune of $2,000,000 at the age
of twenty-thrce. Now, at twenty-
pix, he was a bankrupt,

“How did you come to run
through your monecy at this rate?”
asked the judge.

“A Jove of food ruined me, sir,”
the bankrupt answered. “I gave the
best and costliest dinners America
has ever seen. One of my dinners
~—qa dinner of ten covers—cost $10,~
000.”

“Foolish young man,” murmured
the judge.

This judge at the end of the ses-
sion talked about the strange rea-
sons for their bankruptey that some
bankrupts would give.

“A bachelor of thirty-five,” he
said, “appeared before me owing
something like $75,000 for gambling
debts, $20,000 for wines, $4,500 to
his tailor, $15,000 to the jewelers,
$1,700 to his haberdasher and $1,-
100 to his florist. When he was
asked the cause of his bankruptey
he answered:

“<An inability to negotiate any
more loans.’ '

“The weather often causes bank-
ruptey. A succession of warm win-
ters will make skate manufacturers
and sleigh manufacturers and fur-
riers go under. A succession of cold
winters will ruin the hotel men and
the shopkeepers of summer resorts.
Weather unprecedentedly dry will
send to the wall the handlers of in-
dia rubber goods—waterproof coats,
overshoes, gum boots, and so on.

“Insects hardly vigible to the eye
have caused the bankruptey of flo-
rists, farmers and fruit growers. One
of these insects, the phylloxera,
made bankrupt the whole island of
Madeira. Getting among the vines,
it destroyed them utterly.

“A woman insurance agent once
pleaded in my court that a deprecia-
tion of beauty was, the cause of her
failure. She had been making $7,-
000 a year, but an illness seized her,
and this illness impaired her beauty
greatly. ‘Before and after’ photo-
graphs of her were shown, and I
must admit that her looks had suf-
fered much. Since her illness she
had been unable to make much mon-
ey. Men had not listened to her as
before. Her income, in fact, had
fallen from $600 to $75 a month.”—
Chicago Chronicle.
