Nearly Ten and Half Million
Poands.

Mr.C. W, Harvey, secretary of
the Greenville Tobacco Board of
dee, gives us the following fig~
ures of sales of leaf tobacco on the
'Greenville market:

For the mooth of February 458,~
350 prunds at the average price of
87.45. For the corresponding
month last year the sales were
714,883 at the average price of
$7.57.

For the season from August 1st
to March 1st the total sales were
10,468,490 ponnds at the average

months last season the sales were
8,687,410 pounds at the average
price of $8.87.

Wahile these figures show a fall-
ing off ot sales this February as
compared with last year, the total
for this season is nearly two million
pounds foore than last, It will be
noticed also that the average price
this season 1s $1.08 lower than last
season. This is accounted for in
the quality of this season’s crop
being poorer than last. Taking
quality in consideration this sea-
son’s crop has sold better than the
previous one, ’

The Opium Poppy.

The seeds
are free of narcotic qualities and
may be eaten. The plant has be-
come naturalized in almost all tem-
perate and subtropical climes and
attains a height of from three to
four feet. The various colored flow-
ers which are borne appear in July.
In endeavoring to prevent the use of
opium the government of China in
1839 destroyed a great quantity, the

roperty of British merchants, which
ed to the first war between these
two great countries, resulting in the
opening of that great empire to the
trade and commerce of the world.

INVENTION CF PAPER.

“The Credit Is Given to a Chinaman of
the First Century.

Paper was invented by a China-
man who was contemporaneous with
Christ. He was a secretary at court
during the reign of Kwang Wu, a
prince who reigned A, D. 25-58. In
early ages when the Chinese had no
written language they had no special
need of paper. Real estate transfers
were certified by means of a piece of
cord, in which knots were tied, ac-
cording to the number of acres sold
or the price paid. But as popula-
tion increased and business transfers
became more frequent something
more definite than the cord was
necded, und the art of writipg came
into use. At that time the deed
of purchase consisted of a .few let-
ters on a bit of bamboo. As knowl-
edge increased and literature began
to Ue cultivated, legal and historical
records became morge numerous,
These bamboo strips were then
found to be heavy and eumbersome,
and the need of a lighter and less
bulky material was felt.

The wool of these animqls is some-
times pulled off in large band?lﬁs
when 1t is rotten, and ready. to drop,
and itis also cut off the dead pelt.
. “Indians plait this wool into soft
ropes for tying on packs, and some-
times they spint into thread and
weave cloth of it, but the llama cloth
is not esteemed as highly as cloth
made of sheep wool. The natives
say it will not stand‘the same wear
as sheep wool cloth and that it is
brittle. But to my mind this is not
to be wondered at, for no care is
taken to cultivate the wool. There
ought to be an opening for an in-
dustry in cultivating and supplying
this wool to Furopean markets.
Something, too, might be done with
vicuna wool. It was common to see
200 to 300 vicunas each day. Though
very timid and wild, they are easily
driven. They will not cross a pack
thread stretched along the ground.
“Vicuna wool is very highly es-
teemed, The equivalent of $50 to
$60 is often paid locally for enough
of the choice wool to make a shawl
or poncho. The Argentinians, the
Bolivians and the Indians of both
countries organize huge drives. In
each drive hundreds of vicunas are
killed.xxith ‘boleadoras,’ lasos, gticks
and stones. . ¥t maj he safel&‘é id
that no man wears any vicuna cgih.
