THIS IS FEASIBLE.

Representatiyve Small,of North
Carolina, yesterday introdueed a
bill providing that §3,000,000 of
the meney hereafterarising from
the sale of public lands, which
would otherwise become a part
of the reclamation fund, may be
used to construct a comprehen
sive system of drainage of the
Dismal Swamp in Virginia and
North Carolina.

When questioned about his
bill, Mr. Small said: * I noticed
the Senate passed a bill a few
days ago reported by Semator
Hansbrough, of North Dakota, to
use a million dollars of the re-
clamation fund to drain six coun-
ties in his State. I was notaware
that the reclamation fund could
be turned to such & practieal
use. The Dismal Swamp is more
capable of being drained and re-
claimed than the North Dakota
lands, The surface of Drf«
mond Lake in the centre,of the

swamp is at least eight feet above |

the level of the country surzeund-
ing Norfolk, so you see it willad-
mit of drainage.

“My bill,” Said Mr. Small,
‘“‘provides that the money shall
be expended under the super-
vision of the Secretary of Agri-
culture, and that all the expense
of such construétion for a period
of not exceeding ten years shall
be assessed against the, lands to

benetits “hereto.

“The Dismal Swamp was for-
merly about forty miles by
twenty-five miles in area, but
part thereof has been reclaimed
by reason of the construction and
operation of what is known as
‘the Dismal Swamp Canal,’which
intersects theedge of the swamp
In the centre of the swamp is
Lake Drummond, made famousin
the closing days of the last cen-
tury by a famous poem.

“The surface of Lake Drum-
mond is several feet higher than
that of the Elizabeth river, upon
which Norfolk is situated, and
the surface of the swamp has
also a higher level than the city
of Norfolk, therefore, itis pracs
ticable to drain 1t.

“The dfainage of this swamp
would open up thousands ofacres

of the most fertile lJands in the

country, which fertility would
ccntinue undiminished for gens
erations to come. No more in-
viting returns could  be found
than from the investment of this
money.”’—Washington Post,

romance teems with
anachronigms, “Orlando IFurioso,”
Ariosto’s great poem, taking the
prize for reckless disregard of LhI’O-
nology. In this work Clmrlexmwnc
and J dward, king of England; Ilen-
ry, duke of ( Luencv nnd othu mis-
m.lted celebrities enjoy each other’s
company. The Moors are settled in
Spain at least 300 years before the
Saracens invited them, while Pres-
ter John, who died in 1202, and
Constantine the Great, dead i 1n 337,
figure gayly in these daring pages.

Schiller in his “Piccolomini” re-
fers to lightning conductors 150
years hefore they were invented, and
Shakespeare, whose genius included
a happy gift of inaccuracy, is genex-
ous 1 blunder. In “Iulms Caesar”
the clock, a luxury unknown to the
Romans, is the subject of conversa-
tion between Brutus and Cassius.
“Peace,” says Brutus, “count the
clock.” C(Cassivs: “The clock has
stricken 3.” It must have been
several hundred years after the
death of Caesar that striking clocks
were invented. Cervantes is respon-
gible for making the company at the
Crescent tavern sit down twice to
supper on the same evening, a jovial
mistake that savors of hospitality
and good cheer.

To Charles Dickens we owe grati-
tude for many a delicious blunder—
to Mr. Squeers for setting his boys
to work to hoe turnips in midwinter
‘and to the girl, Tattycoram, in “Lit-
tle Dorrit,” who enters “with an
iron box two feet square under her
arm.”

It was a G lasgow ‘paper that de-
seribed this unique shipping disas-
ter: “The captain swam ashore, as
did also the stewardess. She was
insured for £3, 000 and camed 200
tons of pig iron.”

“Men have curiously different no-
tions on the subject of reading, and
almost all the literary men have had
something to say on the subject,”

“Emerson
gid down three rules. He said:
First, do not read a book that is
not a year old; second, never read
any but books that are famed; third,
never read any book but what you
like. Dut it is not likely that many
persons can follow these rules. In
the first place, it is quite impossi-
bie to observe anything like an ar-
bitrery rale in the matter of reading.
There is no reason why a good hook
siould be a year old beforv we ven-
ture throu,{h its pages. 1f the book:
is good it is just as good in fresh
print as it will be at any other time.
Besides, books are printed so rap-
idly now that if we are to wait a
year beforg readirg a book after it
comes out we should soon be very
much behind the times. We could
not talk to our friends about con-
temporary literature and would be
classed as a back numoer. Emer-
son’s second rule is worse than the
first. All good books do not“hecome
famous. It is much easier for a bad
Look to blaze out and win popular
attention. Besides, how shall we
know whether a book is good or bad
- without reading it? The same point

may be made as to the third rule.
How shall we know whether we like
8 book or not without reading it?
True enough, some men, like Car-
lisle, can skim a book and get a fair-
ly good idea of it, but this is not a
satisfuctory way of measuring a
book’s value. T have but little con-
fidence in the literary judgment of
- the skimmer. The fact is, after all,
~ that every man must read according

to his own notion. My friend may |

like one book; I like another. He
may have one standard of literary
excellence; I may have another, and
-80 on. Rules for reading cannot be
arbitrarily fixed. Human nature is
too fickle and there is too much dif-
ference between the tem ment of
