WEATHER SIGNS.

Hilngs That Ara Said to Forj»tall Sun-  
•hine or Storm.*

I f  it clears, off in the night, look 
for rain the next day. If  smoke 
from the chimney settles instead of 
rising, there is a storm at hand. 
When sound travels a long distance 
there is also a storm near. Never 
ixpect much storm in the old of the 
moon. The absence of dew* and un­
usually heavy dew are niike forerun­
ners of rain. Not m uii frost need 
I)e expected in the light of the moon.

x\n owl hooting in the hollow is 
a sign of a cold storm; on the hill it 
foretells a thaw'. If the hornets 
build low, the w'inter will be hard. 
When leaves fall early the winter 
will be long. When snow falls on a 
hard road it will not last long. The 
last spring snow'storm never comes 
until after the “sugar snow,” w^hich 
may be recognized by coming in un­
usually large flakes and lasting only 
a few minutes. I f  the hog’s milt is 
found big at the front the first part 
of winter will be most severe. If 
the reverse is true w’e may look for 
hard w'eather in February and 
March. Bright “northern lights” 
bring severe cold. Sun dogs indicate 
a bad storm.

Distant sound heard distinctly 
forebodes no good weather. If  the 
sun “draws up w'ater” it will rain. 
The pitcher sw'cating and the tea 
kettle boiling dry also indicate rain. 
Cobw'ebs thickly spread upon the 
grass are an indication of fair 
weather. xVnimal life seems,. ac­
cording to the popular notion, to 
have peculiar \variiings regarding 
the weather changes. Homo of these 
are explainable by natural cause.-?. 
I t  is a fact recognized by all intel­
ligent stockmen that cattle have an 
intimation of an approaching storm 
some hours before it is visible to tlie 
human eye. There is certain rest­
lessness w’hich the cowboy ha.s learn­
ed to interpret at once.

Wh(‘ii you sec a l)ig pasturing in 
the field build for itself a nest you 
may look for a storm. Chickens 
take extra pains in oiling their 
feathers just before a rain. Pea­
fowls send forth their shrill cries as 
a warning, and when the quail cries 
“more wet” from the meadow the 
fanner works briskly to get his hay 
under shelter.—Putnam’s Magazine.

Washington,D. 0 ,  Mar. 23.1906. 
—The war department has just 
delivered itself of a long an 
nouncett ent anent the Mt. Dajo 
fight or massacre, whichever one 
chooses to call it in the Pnilip- 
pines. It is not written by any 
of the officers who were on the 
spot at the t ime of the fight but 
was prepared at the cabled sug­
gestion of Gen. Wood by Maj. 
idcottof the 14th cavalry, one 
time governor of Jolo and now 
on duty in Washington*.» It is 
not pretended that the report 
throws any light on the real ac­
tion at Mt. Dajo, but it describ­
ed conditions previous to the 
fight and points out by inference 
tlmtno matter what happened 
to the Moros who were the vic­
tims of the battle that they had 
earned all that was I'oming to 
them.

T h t worki^aofihip of the Port- 
lfn«l vtfae and tlie material of which 
i t  is composed long exercised the 
ingenuitj of some of the greatest 
antiquarians in Europe.

Count Fezi, amethyst; De la 
Chausse and Misson, agate, ^hile 
Venuti decided that it was paste. 
Wedgwood V t'xar.iiiHitio:i of the vate 
proved the last opinion to be the 
correct one. A layer of white glass 
had been fused on a dark blue body, 
th e  exquisite figures being after­
ward produced in this layer by cut­
tin g  < own to the blue by the gem 
cngraver> after the manner of real 
cameos. Wedgwood also discovered 
th a t the vase had at some time been 
broken and repaired. I t  was his opin­
ion that the head which formed the 
bottom of the vase was a piece of 
spme other work that had been cut 
down and inserted in the place of 
the  original bottom, which had y ro..»- 
nbly been destroyed at the time the 
vase itself was broken.

By the autumn of 1789 Wedg­
wood, after many failures, had suc­
ceeded in his arduous undertaking, 
and the first perfect copy, made in 
the famous jasper ware, was finish­
ed. Several more copies were sub­
sequently made, though the exact 
mumber does not seem at all certain. 
(These were of various degrees of 
perfection and varied in size and 
ct)lor. Originally sold at from 30 to
60 gnineri cncli, according to errcel-
Ic’ice of firish, time has, of course, 
considerably enhanced their value, 
and some years ago, at the sále of 
the Martineau collection, one sold 
for £294.

In 1810 the Duke of Portland 
placed the vase in the British mu­
tuum. where some thirty-five years

After 
being skillfully repaired it. was 
placed for additional safety with the 
gems.’ * y.

miles across, and therefore a light
