te4) may be cut onr altogether.

We hope that not'k sin le ront» 
in Pitt county will have »o be cut 
down or discontinned because of 
not coming op to required number 
of pieces of maH handled, and 
none will oe if the people along the 
routes Interest themselves in it.

Qfant Ribbon Fish With fUd Plume» 
M id Heavy Manee.

An interesting form of the sea 
serpent is the so called ribbon fish, 
several specimens of which the writ­
er hhs seen on the shores of Santa 
Catalina island. This creature is 
one of the most beautiful of all 
fishes. It resembles a white or silver 
tibbon slashed with black. A long 
fin extends its entire length, and 
over the head form a number of 
plumes or pompons of a vivid red 
that in long specimens might easily 
be taken for a mane waving to and 
fro.

That this delicate ribbon fish at­
tains a very large size is generally 
believed, as good sized specimens 
have been captured. Some years ago 
a fisherman was hauling a net on 
the coast of Scotland when it was 
found t!iat soive heavy weight was 
holding th'' net back. Additional 
hel]) was obtamed, and a dozen men 
finally hauled in a monster fish, 
whieli was estimated to weigh 800 
)Ounds. It was a gigantic ribbon 
ish, iliirty feet or more in length, 
go long and heavy that it required 
the efforts of half a dozen men to 
carry it along the deck.

it  was a veritable sea serpent, 
anti extending from its head were 
tall, d('c]) red or scarlet plumes, like 
fins, v.bieli formed a sort of mane, 
frequently described as being seen 
on the typical sea serpent. If these ¡ 
fishes attain a length of thirty feet 
there is no reason why they may not 
exceed this, and it is very possible 
that some of the "sea serpents” 
which have been observe^ at yari- 

ious times were gigantic ribbon 
fishes, which came np from the deep 
sea and moved alon| with undulat­
ing motion at the surface. One of 
the most remarkable as well m gi­
gantic animals of the deep sea is the 
giant squid, a favorite tidbit of the 
sperm whale.The size to which these animals 
grow, their strength and their hid­
eous appearance place them on a par 
with many of the weird and gro­
tesque creatures of a past age. The 
squid undoubtedly attains a length 
of nearly if not over 100 feet.—Chi­
cago Inter Ocean.

To Mak» Papor Pad». \

Very many persons would like to 
know how to pad sheets of paper so 
as to make tablets, but do not un­
derstand the proper composition for 
putting on the edges. The follow­
ing recipe is vouched fop by c o m ^  
tent authority; Glue, four pounds; 
glycerin, two pounds; linseed oil, 
one-half pound; sugar, one-quarter 
pound; aniline dyes in sufficient 
quantity to color. The glue is soft­
ened by soaking it in a little cold 
water, then dissolved, together with 
the sugar, in the glycerin by aid of 
heat over a water bath. To this the 
dyes are added, after which the oil 
is well stirred. It is used hot. An­
other composition of a somewhat 
similar nature is prepared as fol­
lows: Glue, a poimd; glycerin, four 
ounces; glucose sirup, about two ta­
blespoonfuls; tannin, one-tenth of 
an ounce. Give the compositions 
an hour or more in which to dry or 
set before cutting or handling the

T H E  PORCUPINE.
H t It Noted Chiefly For His Sluggith- 

nots and Stupidity.

The porcupine can hardly be said 
to have a home, hut he uses a hollow 
tree as a tenement^ or even a hole 
among the rocks. As warm weather 
approaches the female produces two 
or three young, which are of amaz­
ing size at birth, actually larger than 
the newborn cubs of a bear.

Their flesh is eaten by the In^ 
dians, but has never been liked by 
white men. The use of the quills 
in ornamentation by our Indians is 
well known, robes, garmenft, moc­
casins, pouches, weapon cases, bas­
kets and everything else being orna­
mented with them by the squaws 
with great skill and often with truly 
artistic effect; but, as usual, the 
earliest methods and patterns, when 
the Indians used their own delicate 
dyes and sinew threads, were much 
better than are seen in these days of 
aniline co lo rs '^d  crud^ imitations 
of the white man’s art. The longer 
quills of the European porcupine 
are turned into fancy penholders, 
and in India and Malaya they weave 
little baskets, etc., out of them, 
which are often as pretty as they are 
strange.

Reviewing his narrow life, the 
strongest impression left upon one’s 
mind seems to be that of the crea­
ture’s sluggishness and stupidity. 
These are perhaps concomitants, if 
not consequences, of its strictly veg­
etarian life, in which its tastes are 
so simple that it rarely seems to 
have to make the least exertion for 
food at any season of the year, and 
to its highly protected condition, 
which makes it careless of danger, 
and hence im vigil ant and steadily 
inclined to sluggishness of mind as 
well as of body. It is not well for 
an animal to be too safe or too com­
fortable, for its mind grows rusty 
with disuse, or, if it never had use, 
lies inert, and the whole creature 
exists on u low plane. I do not 
know an animal of the American 
woods that is so well off and so unin­
teresting as the porcupine.—N"ew 
York Post.

New flannel should always be 
ehrunk or washed before it is made 
up, that it may cut out more ímj- 
eurately and that (he grease which 
is used in manufacturing be
eitracted. ^

First'cut off the list, ^lóng-^^e 
salvage  ̂edges of the^/whole jaece. 
Then p it  it into warifi (not boiling) 
water, without soap. Begin at one 
end of the piece* and rub it with 
both hands till the other end is 
reached. This is to get out the 
grease ánd the blue with which new 
white flannel is always tinged. Then 
do the same through another water. 
Hinse it through a cl^h, lukewarm 
water, wring it lei^hwise and 
stretch it well.

In hanging it out on a line do not 
suspend it in festoons, but spread 
it  along the liije straight and length­
wise. k lf dried in festoons the edges 
will be in great scallops, making it 
very difficult to cut out. It must 
l#e dried in the sun. When dry let 
it bef'stretched even, clapped with 
the hands and rolled up tightly and 
smoothly till wanted.

Garnish For Stsaks.

Slice firm, mild flavored onions a 
quarter of an inch thick, lay the 
slices for three hours in weak salt 
water, rinse dry and drop in hand- 
ipls into deep fat, boiling hot, says 
Good Housekeeping. Watch them 
closely and skim out the minute 
they are browned and crisp. Drain 
on blotting paper, and either pile in 
a hot dish or use as a garnish. Po­
tatoes cut lengthwise into straws, 
soaked and fried with the onions, 
help to make them among the best 
garnishes for a well broiled steak or 
good roast.  _____

{EaFbecome tnactenecT wHE £hc food 
scorched upon them should not go 
through the tedious nrocess of scrap­
ing. I yimply put a little water and 
ashes in the oish and let it become 
warm, and the burned and discolor­
ed portions may be easily cleaned 
without injuring the dish.

Ditiiifeeiing •  Water Cask.
Empt}^ the cask, turn open end 

down and supported on one side so 
as to leave an opening. Place some 
sulphur in an old piece of iron and 
set lire to it and place beneath the 
cask. The fumes of the burning 
sulphur will do the disinfecting. Be­
fore using the cask again it would 
be well to coat the inside of the cask 
with fresh slacked lime.

A  Laundry Hint

Unless washed with great care 
black stockings will soon turn a 
greenish color. They should be 
washed wdth soap that is free from 
soda and rinsed in water to which a 
teaspoonful of vinegar has been add­
ed. When damp press them into 
shape, but do not iron, as heat tends 
to destroy the color.

Ramoving Fingar Rings.

When from any cause there is dif­
ficulty in slipping a ring over the 
finger joint pass the end of a piece 
of tine twine under the ring, pull 
an inch or so of the twine toward 
the hand and wind the rest of it 
around the finger upward nearly to 
the nail. Take hold of' the end 
nearest the hand a n í unwind it 
gradually, when the ring will slide 
slowly off. If the ejpcrinient does 
not succeed the first time it should 

, be tried again with a longer piece 
of string.

Toattdd Bread and Baeon.
First cut tlie bacon thin, then cut 

as many si ibes of bread as there are 
•pieces of bacon, leaving the bread 
nearly an inch larger all around 
than each .-slice, of bacon. Trim off 
the hard crusts. Set the bread in 
a dripping ]^n, lay a slice of bacon 
upon each piece of bread and set in 
a ho,t oven, vhere it vrill cook in 
from two 10 six ir.in iios. As soon 
as the bacon is well crisped transfer 
each slice to a hot plate.

MUd«wed Llntn.^
Mildew can be removed from lin­

en by a preparation of soft soap, 
powdered starch and salt, used in 
equal proportions and to which the 
juice of a lemon has been added. 
Paint Ijoth sides of the linen with 
this and put the linen out in the 
air until the stain is removed.

Soiled Linon.
When linen is much soiled or has 

been lying soiled too long a little 
pipeclay dissolved in hot water will 
clean it with half the amount of 
soap required without the pipeclay.

To Skin Tomatooe.
Instead of putting tomatoes into 

hot water to loosen the skin when 
peeling them, try rubbing the skin 
with the flat edge of the knife.

Kid Boot* and Shoes.
A mixtrre of cream and ink is 

good for keeping kid boots or shoes 
in good order.

I have seen a few wretches in my
