When One Is Wrecked.

When an
ed an immense amount of red tape
must be gone through before the
case is ﬁnally closed. It depends a
great deal, of course, on the nature
of the Wreck but supposing, for ar-
gument’s sake, that a vessel carry-
ing a valuable cargo has been wreck-
¢d by being cast ashore and that no
lives are lost, the first thing to be

done is for one of the officers ir;‘f

charge of the vessel, the captain of
a subordinate, to make his way to
the receiver of wrecks and lodge a
report of what has happened—in
short, to make a deposition.

This must give full particulars,
including the name of the vessel, its
number and tonnage, name and ad-
dress of owners, age, rig and build
of the ship, description of the car-
go, number of the crew, who the
shippers and the consignees are, if
any passengers, how many and
whether the wives and children of
any of the officers were on board.
There must be stated the draft
of water at the time of sailing, the
hour of sailing, state of tide, weath-
er, wind, limits of intended voyage,
loss incurred and cause of casualty.
These particulars are for use in the
admiralty court.

Collisions at sca are fruitful of
much litizution. Owners endeavor|
to obtain photographs where possi-
ble as evidence. '1‘he receivers, in
addition to obtaining depositions, |
have to keep a constant lookout for
driftage, for which an owner may
be found or which may be converted |
into coin.

If anybody should chance to res-
cue any wreckage or “driftage,” as
it is technically termed, in the shape
of barrels of beer, oil or balks of
timber from the water in the lower
reaches of the Thames he will prob-
ably receive a percentage of the
gross value in the way of salvage
money, provided, of course, that he
delivers up the goods to the authori-
ties. He is not legally entitled to
unything, but it is customary to
make such a reward. Not infre-
quently. this kind of merchandise is
found. derelict on the river. The

FAPMERS WIN THE FIGHT.

The farmers have again won
the fight—the bears beat cotton
down to 10 1-2 cents, farmers
‘who believe in the cotton asso-
‘ciation would not sell, up goes
cotton, and up it should go.

With the great demand for
cotton goods from all over the
world and the excellent prices
the goods sell at our cotton is
cheap to the spinner at 15 cents.

Farmers all over the South are
looking at the cotton question
differently than they did in years
past.

They begin to ask why-it is
that they must pay such a dif-
ference for cotton when they
buy it in goods and sell their raw
cotton for so little. .

The farmer now unwinds a
spool of cotton thread weighs it
and with pencil figures the cost
to him of a 500-pound bale of cot-
ton sold to him at 5 cents the
spool; he finds that he pays §$2,-
000 per bale for what he sold at
$75 the 500-pound-bale.

Mrs. Farmer is interested
also; she puts a yard of seven-
cent unbleached domestic on the
scales, figures out the cost to her
of {00 pounds of cotton in that
shape to be #1365 per bale, then
she tells her husband that 15
cents per pound or $75 per bale,
is not too much for him to get
for raw cotton.

Are they not aware
that there is yet in the hands of

million bales of the 1903 cotton?
If the South produces this year,
over 11 million bales, there will
be & surplus again and down mll
go the price.

To Weigh the World.
