three minutes. . Fires followed 
quickly all over the city causing 
terror and excitement indescrib­
able.

Most of the people were asleep 
and rushed into the streets in 
their night robes. Buildings 
collapsed with awful crash, 
burying their occupants beneath 
them, and covering an area of 
fifty blocks in the business sec­
tion of the city.

The city is at the mercy of the 
conflagration. The Lick House 
and other hotels have been de­
stroyed. Firemen and inhabi­
tants are helpless before the 
flames.

The Hobart building, in which 
were the telegraph offices ‘and 
Southern Pacific railway offices, 
were also wrecked, as was the 
entire business portion of the 
city.

THE OLDEST LOCK.
It Formerly Secured a Door In a Palace 

of Nineveh.

The very oldest lock in existence 
is one which form erly  secured one 
of the doors of a jialace of Xineveh. 
I t  is a gigantic atiair, and the key 
to U, wliich is as large as one man 
can conveniently carry, reminds ene 
of the Scriptural passage where the  
prophet uial’̂ s  reference to such 
hisiruiiienls lieiiig carried on the 
hhoulder. The (*|aet words in the 
)as5^i>e roierred to are, ‘‘And the 
cey of Die house of David I  will lay 
upiHi liis shoiildeiA’

This enormoits key to ' the  lock 
from Xineveh is nearly three and a 
half feet in length and of the  th ick­
ness of a four inch draintilo. l l  
was found at the end of ruined 
chamber, where a large wooden door 
had probably oiice stood, the g igan­
tic hras.s hinges and heavy bars be­
ing still ill fail* condition, though 
.^oiricwliat corroded. This relic of 
the olden times has Init few ])oint.s 
of reseniblanee to the keys of mod­
ern manuiaetiire or even to those 
of the (*arly ]mrl of tl.O’ Christian 

The tubular idea had iieveten
been iliougiit out in those days, bat 
the key is fearfully arjd wond'n’fiilly 
made, lieing eij ially as in tricate a 
p!'*ce of niachincrv as the lock in
vhicli it was used. A g rea t  many
of the bar- ami [>eg< in tlie lock .aa 
bolie\X'd to h:i\e been made of wood 
as tiieir piace.-i art‘ now empty. The 
notches and pegs in the key, howev­
er, show that there were correspond­
ing ]>egs and bars in the lock a t one 
time. T h e ’ great lateral iron bar.- 
at -tlie end of tlie key, with ilieir 
complicated series of notches, cross­
bars, bumps, eti-., are proof th a t  the 
lock was oiK'c similarly provided. 
This being tJie case, it is reasonable 
to suppose th a t  a t  one time the 
door to  llie palace could no t have 
been opened until tlie key had been 
inserted i^iid -the impediment to tin 
drawing back of the bolt removed 
by raising up so many bars and pin< 
which had fallen down into their  
phu'C's ii])ou the key having been 
withdrawn. Similar locks and keys 
wore in use in ligypt 5,t)0() years 
ago.

1 wi>h to commend unreserv­
edly the sentiment contained in 
this paragraph. 1 presume my 
position upon tlie question of 
public edn-’.atiou i< well known.
I he cxteiibioii and improvement 

of our public sch(X)ls constitute 
tlie most essential ^ d to r in the 
development of o^r* rural popu­
lation, than which there is no 
finer in the world.

But it is the expressiop re-, 
garding public roads which in­
duced me to write The Reflector.
I have given this subject atten- 
ion for several years. The im­

portance of better roads cannot 
36 overestimated I hope at 
some early date to prepare an 
article illustrating the economic 
advantages of improved public 
roads.* In my judgment the first 
necpssary step is to. educate our 
people both as to the necessity 
of better roads, and as to the 
best method of obtaining them.

The Bureau of Public Roads 
of the United States Department 
of Agriculture, has published 
several editions of a bulletin de­
scribing the construction of 
what are known as “ sand-clay’ 
roads. I believe these roads 
constitute at the present time 
the best solution of the road 
problem  in Eastern North (Jaro- 
lina, in that a method is aft'orded 
<if utilizing the materials at hand 
The difficulty in building maca­
dam roads lies in the great ex­
pense involved in bringing ihe 
materials from a distance, as 
well as the great cost of con­
struction. 1 shpxll be very glad 
to forward to any of y*:‘ur read­
ers a copy of this bulletin to­
gether with^'other hferature upon 
the subject of good roads.

Again, I believe if your board 
of county commissioners would 
arrange to construct one or more 
miles of sand-clay road as an ob­
ject lesson to the people of the 
county, that a distinct and val­
uable ppntribution to the cause 
would thereby be made. I f  they 
should determine to do thia,^ the 
United Htiates Department of 
AgricuJtufe would furnish an 
ex|>ert who would make all the 
plans and supervise the work of 
const ructiMi.
'  I t  will j give me pleasure to 
contribute in any way I can to- 
w^ard the cause of better public 
roads.
