The use of concrete ina.«onry prob* 

ifibly bcgin.s with tlie lioiiians, whc 
employed it in road building and 
foundation work. Coming down 
from the time of the Romans, the 
ancient city of Ciudad Rodrigo has 
walls existing at the present day in 
which are buried large bowlders of 
■atone. ‘These walls áre in a ĝ Dod 
atatc of preservation at the present 
4ime—in fact, so much so that thc\
(#tilLbear the prints of the boards 
which made up the forms which 
held the concrete in its semiliquid 
jtftate at the time it was put in. It 
ia an interesting matter to note that 
ihe modern practice of putting large 
.masses of stone in concrete masonry 
■follows exactly the scheme used in 
'building these ancient walls of Ciu­
dad Rodrigo. This method not only 
(reduces the cost of the resulting 
^fabric, but also makes it stronger.— 
’hcianfific American. '
