The 265 State, private and sav­
ings banks in North Carolina 
have $45,802,416.13 assetts and 
$33,312,302.83 deposits, accord­
ing to a summary oí statements 
made to the North Carolina cor­
poration commission. Some no­
table items mentioned in the 
statement are capital stock paid 
in $6,269,451.89, surplus fund 
$1,264,963.52, undivided profits 
$1,389,899. The summary is 
based on statements made of 
condition of banks at the close of 
business September 4. #

The summary of the commis 
sion last year about this time 
showed $141,095,359 assets as 
compared with the $45,802,461 
shown in the summary just is­
sued.

It was in 1899 that the State 
private and savings bar;ks were 
placed under the supervision of 
the corporation commission^^  ̂At 
that time there were only 67 of 
these banks in th | State, the ag­
gregate of ai^ets Deing $11,275,- 
490.—Raleigh Tin^á.

To My Race, the Colored People 
of the South.

I have read of the heinious 
crimes committed by our people 
till I am sore and sick at heart, 
because no punishment can equal 
the crimes of such brutes.

We, as teachers and represen­
tatives of our people, are in 
tears, and feel ashamed of our 
history as a race, at least for the 
last ten or more years, for no 
honest person can truthfully say 
we have done our best along this 
line.

I therefore suggest that every 
decent person, male on female, 
do all in his or her power to fer­
ret out and to make known to 
the officers of every common­
wealth where crimes of such 
character are committed, the 
person or persons, and to hold 
and condemn those who fail to 
do likewise as accomplices, and 
if proven as such to be treated 
as the perpetrator. We as a 
race may expect to see riots 
more prolonged and bloody if 
this is not done, and justly so.

To remedy these evils, I would
suggest:

First. Compulsory education
for my people, for four months 
in the year, from 6 to 14 years; 
an enforcement of the vagrant 
law, and that teachers for the 
most part should be white people 
because they are more able to 
help in the civilization of our 
people, and a few colored 
teachers who have been brought 
up and trained under and by the 
Southern white people, because 
they are the only ones who prop­
erly understand our situation.

Second, I will add that North­
ern people, who are furnishing 
means and clothing for the edu­
cational advancement, along with 
Northern newspaper rot about 
things of which it is impossible 
for them to understand, are 
largely responsible for the bad 
conditions prevailing. Too much 
help has given big head and self- 
importance, which is the real 
cause of our condition.

It Soothed the  ̂Indians Probably 
d* Saved General Qaipes.
People often say very funny 

things in times of emergency. I t  
was fortunate for the.general whose 
conciliatory efforts qre described in 
Mrs. Jefferson Davik* life of her 
husband, th a t the Indians with 
whom the men were dealing had no 
great sense of, humor. Lieutenant 
Davis, then on the staff 6 f  General 
Gaines, had accompanied his supe­
rior officer to  a conference with the 
chiefs of the Sac nation.

The council met in  a tent. The 
warriors, decked with war paint and 
feathers, sat scowling and sileiit, 
their arms stacked near by. Seated 
with them was a dark old woman, 
shrunken to  a mere skeleton, 
clothed in white woolen. She held 
herself with grea't m ajesty of mien.

The general began th e  council in 
a hesitating manner. He explained 
th a t it was necessary for the Jndians 
to  move on, for the w hite man must 
have the territory. A t this the old 
squaw became greatly excited and 
began speaking with vehemence. 
She declared th a t the Sacs must die 
on their own hunting ground. The 
general showed considerable irrita­
tion at her tirade and spoke to the 
interpreter.

‘̂Tell her— a—th a t— a— woman is 
: : expected to in terfere  between 
ti  ̂ - a —white and Ind ian  braves. 
Sh -^nst he silent,”

T. u squaw rose from  her seat 
w ith great impressiveness and 
stretched her skinny arm s above her 
head with a wild gesture.

“Does he say I  am to he silent in 
the  councils of my people? In  these 
veins runs t f ' bod  of the last of 
the  Sac k ‘..j.. ' I t  is my right to 
speak.”

The chiefs rose about her, stirred 
by her words, gesticulating angrily. 
I t  was plain th a t trouble was at 
hand, and the  Indians fa r outnum­
bered the whites.

' The general calmly listened until 
th e  speech was interpreted. Then 
he rose, with a sweep of the hand, 
to  command silence.

‘Tdr. In terpre ter,”  he said, “tell 
h e r ~ a —th a t—a—my m other was— 
a woman.”

This revelation brought p u n ts  of 
satisfaction, from the Indians, and 
th e  frankness of the statement 
pleased the old princess. Order was 
restored, and the council proceeded 
w ith the business in hand.
