,  Carving Moata.
Good can'ing is necessary as a 

m atter of economy as well as health. 
Meat carved the ,wrong way will be 
found striiigy and tough, but carved 
the  right way it will be e a ^  to di­
gest. Beef should be cut th in , mut­
ton tliic!:. In  sirloiu the under cat 
is considered the most delicate part 
and is eaten first, so th a t the joint 
roust he turned over to be cut. Ox 
tongue should be commenced in the 
thickest part iu the' center and 
sliced *not too thin. Hams should 
also be cut in the middle. A sad­
dle of mutton should be cut down 
th e  length of the joint. When carv­
ing  the loin of pork, m utton or veal, 
insert the knife in the thickest end 
o f  the meat and feel your way be- 

, tween the bones. In  cutting ribs 
of beef the knife should be first in­
serted at the botto *i and run be­
tween the m eat and the bone. Then 
the  slice will come away better.

Kentucky Potatoes.
Parc and tliiniy slice six large po­

tatoes. wash Jind soak them for half 
an  hour. Place in a baking dish, 
eeasou wii*; duo scant teaspoonfiil 
o f salt and ouc-th’rd of a teaspooii- 
fu l of white pepper'; pour over them 
two-thirds of a pint of milk and 
bake in a hot oven until tender^- 
about forty m ir’-ics. Wlmn half 
done add one-half to a tablespoon- 
iu l of butter.

Cake Froctk'cj V/ithout Eggs.
Good frostiuiT for cake can be 

made with milk instead of. eggs. 
Take four toblespoonfiils of milk 
to  a -cupfiii of sugar and cook,until 
th e  sirup sp ips a thread or forms a 
eoft ball between the fingers when 
dropped in cold water. Then beat 
tho simp until it is thick and white. 
Maple sugar is particularly delicious 
prepared in this way.

 ̂ , To Clean Brooms.
To cleani'o brooms may be rarely 

thought necessary, but washed oc­
casionally they will be found to last 
f a r  longer than otherwise. About 
once a week prepare a good lather 
of hot water ainl soap and into it 
dip the broom, shake it until it is 
nearly dry and hang it up with the
bristles dowuiward until quite dry.

To Remove T ar S tains.
Eub buiter well into the tar and 

leave it on for an hour or two. 
Spon,ge then with kerosene. I t  will 
cut the tar. Coat with magnesia or 
French chalk and let it remain on 
long enougli to draw out the  grease 
— say, all night. Sponge with di­
luted household ammonia to  com­
plete the work.

To Ksep Silk.
Articles of silk should not be 

kept folded in white paper, as the 
chloride of lime used in bleaching 
the paper sometimes 'destroys the 
color of the silk, more especially if 
i t  is of a delicate shade.

Blue, brown or a glossy, yellow­
ish paper should be selected for this 
purpose. .

To Dry Clean White Cashmere.
Eoi’t some flour in the oven and
