Though the farm ‘ products of 

the United States this years are 
valued at iv.,..rly $7,000,000,000, 
they have not increased as fast 
as another form of wealth taken 
out of the earth ." The geological 
survey reports that the mineral 
output of this country increased 
from $b 4,000,000 in 1880 to 
$1,623,000.000 in 1905 In 18 
years preceeding 1893 the mineral 
production of the United States 
more than doubled. Iq the last 
seven years it more than doubled 
again, We have passed Great 
Brittain and all other nations in 
iron and coal. The Transvaal is 
ahead in gold, but far behind in 
gold and silver combined- Our 
gold production grew from $53,- 
000,000 in 1896 to $88,000,000 in 
1905. Copper in the United 
States in 1896 yielded $49,000;* 
000, and in 1906 its value was 
$139,000,000. thq same ten 
years pigiron went up from $90,- 
000,000 to $382,  ̂00,000, and coal 
from $95,000,000 to $475,0000,000

Other striking figures in the 
official oineral summary fo r 1905 

^are $41^000,000 nátural gas, $84,- 
000,000 petroleum, $149,000,000 
clay products$35,0''0,000, cement 
$63,000,000 stone, $10,000,000 
lime and $6,000,000 salt. In 
every working day of last year 
over $5,000,000 worth o : miner­
als was produced in this country 
No other nation approaches our 
industries of this kind, and it is 
believed that none could eqi^I 
tHem unless China opened its 
vast domain.^ g u t China has 
been a sealed country in this as 
in many other respects, and so 
far has lacked the organizing 
a n i inventive faculties in de­
veloping the earth’s mineral
