~ DRINKING WATER. ~

To Be of Any Use It Must Be Pure or
Comparatively So.

Water is the universal solvent,
and it prezerves this property in-
side the human body as well as with-
out. It is therefor¢ a useful, in-

deed indispensable, substance. But|'

i1t must be taken with diseretion.

If one drinks a hard water—one|

already saturated with salts—it
does little good, for all its energy
must be expended in removing from
the system the mineral matter
which it already holds in solution,
and the animal waste is left where
it was before,

A drinking water to be of any
use must be pure or comparatively
go. Distilled water is the best drink,
but unless it is aerated—shaken up
so as to absorb air—it is flat and
most unpalatable.

Rain water in the country is dis-
tilled water and if properly collect-
ed and stored is excellent for drink-
ing purposes. The first fall should
be allowed to run away, for it con-
tains the dust and other impurities
in the air and also the bird drop-
pings and dirt from the roof or oth-
er collecting surface.

The cistern in which it is stored
should be protected from the sur-
face drainings and should be tight-
ly covered to keep out dust. Water
s0 kept is greatly preferable 15 well
water, which is almost never Leyond
the porsibility of co:!:minaiion,
no matter how far it may be from
the barm or the outho . s and ro
matter though it may be ot a higher
level. ‘T'here are often rcoms and
cracks in the earth which give free
way fo wo' o, and in this way the
surface watiings may be carried to
the Lottom of a deep well a long
way off and on a higher level.

Many persons will not trust any
natural supply and drink only bot
tled water, either natural or artifi-
cial. But this is not always as safe
as it seems to be. The maker of
the artificial water may not filter it
before charging it with carbonic
acid gas, and then of course it is no
better than the water of the town|
where it is made.

Jefferson Stopped It.

The custom of presidents of the
United States reading their mes-
sages to congress prevailed up to the
first term of Thomas Jefferson, who
discontinued it. Various explana-
tions for Jefferson’s departure from
the custom of Washington and John
Adams have been advanced, the
most popular being that Jefferson
felt that it savored of royalty, see-
ing that the king of England went
in person to parliament and read his
address from the throne. Another
explanation was that Jefferson’s
voice was notably weak. Jefferson
himself said in making the change,
“I have had principal regard to the
convenience of the legislature, to
the economy of time, to their relief
from the embarrassment of imme-
diate answers on subjects not yet
fully before them and to the bene
fits thence resulting to the public
affairs.”

. HOW WE WALK.
The Muscles Uscd and the Mechanical
- Work They Do.
The chief muscles concerned in
walking are those in the cal! and
back of the leg, which, by pulling
ug the heel, also pull up the bones
of the fool connected with it, and
then the whole body, the weight of
which is passed on through the
bones of the leg. When walking the
trunk is thrown forward so that it
would fall down prostrate were not
the right foot planted in time to
support it. The calf muscles are
helpgd in this action by those on
the front of the trunk and legs,
which contract and pull the body

forward when the heel is raised by
the calf muscles, the whole body
will be raised and pushed forward
and uoward. This advancement of
each leg is effected partly by mus-
cular action, the museles used being
(1) those on the front of the thigh,
bending it forward on the pelvis;
(2) the hamstring muscles, which
slightly bend the leg on the thigh;
(3) the muscles on the front of the
leg, which raise the front of the
foot and toes, preventing the lat-
ter, in- swinging forward, from
hitehing in the ground.

When one foot has reached the
ground the action of the other has
not ceased. There is another point
in walking. The body is constantly
supported and balanced on each leg
alternately and therefore on only
one at once; hence there must be
some means for throwing the cen-
ter of gravity over the line of sup-
port formed by the bones of cach
leg, as it supports the weight of the
body. - This is done in various ways,
and henee the difference in the walk
of different people. There may be
slight rotation at the hip joint,
bringing the center of gravity of
the body over the foot of this side.
