LEFT HAWDED BARBERS.

What One of tho Tonsorial Craft Has
“to Say About Them,

“Superstitions? 1 should say
‘yes.” 'They won’t admit it to any
one except members of the cruft,
but barbers are the most supersti-
tious peoplc in the world.”

The man in charge of the second
chair at onc of the large hotel shops
stropped his razor and loquaciously
continued: B

“Yon sec that new man down at
the end chair? He just came to
work here this morning, and he’ll
have a nice large can' tied to his
eoat tonight. Why? Because he’s
left handed.* If he remained here
every barber in the shop would quit
hefore the week was out.

“A left handed barber is a hoodoo
to any shop, and there’s no getting

only a prejudice that barbers have

as old as the trade itsclf.

“We'd be apt to have all kinds of
hard luck if that fellow staged here
any length of time. I once worked
in a New York shop where there
was a left handed barber,.and almost
every day an accident would happen
to some of the others, We told the

roprietor where the trouble lay,

ut as he was not a barber he could
not understand what difference it
made whether a man shaved with
his right or left hand.

“One day a runaway horse plung-
ed through the plate glass window,
and another day a mad dog ran into
the shop, fo"'owed by a policeman,
who killed the beast under the loft
handed man’s chair. Without any
apparent_reason the hot water fau-
cets would get cold as ice and the
razors would refuse to work proper-
ly, - Customers who for years had |
been in the habit of getting shaved
three or four times a week stopped
coming, and it was all due to that
left handed barber.

““Another peculiarity about bar-
bers is that one of the craft can tell
a fellow tradesman by shaving him,
although he may never have *seen
the man before. The way a barber
lies in a chair when he is getting
shaved and the way he unconscious-
ly assists the man with the razor
tip him off every time. He will
turn his head from one side to the
other in a different way than other
men who are hot barbers, and when
the razor is on his neck he’ll raise
his chin in a way that cannot be
counterfeited. I never missed out
on calling the turn on a barber in
my life,”~~Chicago Record-Herald.
