of June 30 as anti-cigarette day 
in the Sunday-schools of Amer­
ica, The Sunday School Times 
asked a score of prominent bus­
iness men edtfcators, and others 
for ' opinions on the cigarette. 
The vigorous replies, including 
letters from .William Jennings 
Bryan, the Hon. Ben B. Lindley 
of the Denver Juvenile Court, 
Orison Sweet Harden, editor of 
Success, and F. W. Ayer, of N W. Ayer & Son Advertising 
Agents, are printed in The 
Sunday School Times of June 
15. One of the most striking 
features of the symposium is 
this letter from John Murphy, 
General Superintendent of the 
Pittsburg Railways Company, 
in explanation of an order, 
recently posted forbidding em­
ployees to use liquor or cigar- 
ettes.

Being anofficer of a company 
that carries -and of course is 
respoi s ble for the safty o f -  
overtwo hundred and twenty- 
five million people per year, it 
becomes my moral and légalas 
well as my public duty to use 
all reasonable means to protect 
the lives and further the com­
fort of this large number of 
passengers. Having for some 
time back noticed that our acci­
dents were increasing, upon 
investigating the cause I satis­
fied -myklf that the standard 
of our men who did not use 
liquor or tobacco (the latter in 
the form of cigarettes) was 
much above that of those who 
used either, I therefore deemed 
it my duty to abate the evil so 
far as lay in my power to do so, 
and tried to ypr'xit it undcastit 
out through discipline, biit found 
this method inadequate and in­
effectual I then went further, 
and concluded the desired end 
could be attained only by re­
moving from the seivice or re­
fraining from employing all men 
addicted to the oojectionable 
habits alluded to.

It is ray aim and intention to 
pursue this policy without abate­
ment since I have by it proved 
beyond all doubt that it has 
raised the standard of our inen,
I have been criticized for the 
stringency of the order especially 
the prohibition of the use of cig 
arettes, but on the other hand I 
have the assurance of our divis­
ion superintendents (of which 
we have'twelve), aided by my 
own observatios, that person‘s 
addicated to the use of cigaretts, 
especially young men are the 
most careless in their ̂  duties and 
less'able to perform them than 
men useing liquor in moderation.
I may also mention that in seven-- 
teen years’ experience as mana­
ger of public utility corporations 
I have had occasion to promote 
many of our men from the rank 
of conductors and motormen to 
officers, and in no, case has a 
man using whiskey come up to 
the requirements,

Jamestown Exposition, Vir­
ginia, June 12.-Govemor Glenn 
c a p tu ^  the National Editorial 
Association today when onée 
during his spepch and again

He was at his best and speaking to the sub­
ject: “The Power of the

After Eating.
Boys and girls—as well a» grown-

The doors of the church are al­
ways found locM , and some of the 
leaders of the mocession knock for 
admittance ana are greeted by a 
clamoring of the monks within, who 
ask, "Who is there?” The Espi­
nosa then answers, “A man of 
peace.” A great hubbub then be­
gins, and there is much pounding of 
tht* doors both from without and 
within. At length the priests cry, 
"Wliat do you want ?” And the an­
swer is, “To bury the king.” "How 
do you know the king is dead?’* 
^Because we saw him oie,” answer 
the Espinosa.

The priiwts at first refuse the 
funeral p ¿ t l  admission. But when 
the latter threaten to break down 
the doors they throw them open, 
and the body is carried into the 
church, where high mass is held, 
and the king is then interred in the 
gorgeous circular pantheon below 
the church. Around this circular 
chamber are the sarcophajn of all 
the rulen o f . Spain. — Pittiburg
