Gri. tot'c, who tried to find a log­
ical rca.-ou for everything in na­
ture, IhoLip’-’ut that tides were caused 
by the'sun. which moves and whis­
tles the winds about so that they 
fail witii great violence on the At­
lantic, the only great ocean known 
to the (ireeks, which thus swells 
and cau.‘-es t’le tide. Plato account- 
ed for thein as being caused by an 
animal living in a cavern, ŵ hich, by 
ineaiis of a huge orifico, created the 
ehl) and ilou'. The ancient Arabs 
believed that 'tides were caused by 
tlie moon heating ihe waters and 
causing ilii'in to swell, while others 
att'rfed that 'they were caused by 
the alternate decomposition of the 
sen hy the air and' of the air by the 
sea, thus causing an ebb and flow.

A DRAMATIC EXPERFENCET'
H H«1 to Do With tho Ruouo of 

Nordentkjold.
' Host dramatic in  ita experience 
of all the 1901 expeditions, hardly 
lurpaseed by any croaaing either cir­
cle, was that of the Swedes under 
Nordenskjold, says H. L. Bridgman 
in the Outing Magazine.
