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To Delinquent Subscribess,

Under the ruling of the post-
office department of the govern-
ment, newspapers cannot carry
‘on their maik lists .persons who
are long in arrears on subserip-
tion. Newspapers are given sec-
ond class rates of postage to le-
gitimate subseribers, and as the
postoffice department does not
want to handle any more papers
than neccssary at this rate, the
ruling is to prevent newspapers
from carrying dead heads or pad-
ding their subscription lists.
The postoffice department con-
strues that a man who will not
pay for his newspaper in a reas-
onable time is not a legitimats
subscriber of the paper and his
name must be dropped or a high-
er rate of postage charged for
mailing the paper to him.

Under this ruling newspapers
will be compelled to drop the
names of delinquent subscribers,
as they cannot afford to pay the

_ additional postage to send papers

to them. Itis not a matter of
choice with the newspapers, but
they must act in accordance with
the ruling.

In order to comply with this
rule The Reflector will begin
early revising its subscription
lists and cutting off the names of
those far enough irn arrears to
come under the ruling, Before
dropping such names notice will
be given by placing a blue cross
mark on the paper, Those who
see the blue mark should pay
promptly in order to keep their
names on the list.

We sha'l print this article a
few times so as to be sure that
none fail to see it, Inthe mean-
time if you see the blue cross
mark on your paper do not delay
to act on it, Ifitisnot conven-
ient for you to call at the office,
send a remittance by mail and
receipt will be promptly re-
turned,

The Greenville Tobacco Board
of Trade has ordered a juantity
of the best varieties of bright
Tobacco Seed. White Stem, Ori-

noco and other sorts, which they‘
will put in the hands of the
Greenville Warehousemen and
drug stores to be given to all far-
mers who may ask for them who
have been raising what is known
as the Cobb Tobacco as well as
other kinds. None of the buyers
like to buy cobb Tobacco and the
Tobacco Board of Trade has or-

dered seed to give away to far-
mers in order to induce them not
to raise any more Cobb Tobaceo.
So when you get ready to sow
your plant bed, do not use the
Cobb seed, but come to Green-
ville and get free of cost a better
kind.

Among
those not registered ther2 have
cnough signed the petition to
bring the total up to 223, and
there are about 75 who because
of absence or ipability to see
them have not had an opportun-
ity to sign the petition,
It will be seen from the fore-
going figures that there can be
no question about the electicn
being called, as ic requires only
one third of the registered voters
to sign the petition, and in this
instarce more than half have
signed. Thesentiment is largely
in favor of prohibition.

There are two classes of plants
which are incited by man’s presence
to describe certain dMinite move-
ments. ~One class,  the sensitive
plants, retract their lelifiets as we
approach them, as if they resented
any attempt® at closer intimacy,

hile the other class, comprising all
those vines which develop climbing
organs called tendrils, will reach
(out toward us if we place our hands
in contact with them and will even
use a finger as a support to climb
upon. We know that these tendrils
will wind just as readily about a
jtwig or a grass stem, but as one
feels these sensitive strands multi- |
ply their encircling coils about one’s
fingers there almost seems to be es- i'
'tablished between us and the vege- |
table world a more intimate rela-
tionship than has ever existed be-
fore. '

Tendrils are indeed capable of
exhibiting faculties and going
through evolutions more wonderful
perhaps than many of us realize.
