NEW PASSENGER 1RM N.

Norfolk & Southern Will 
Thrcoch SerVice.

On Monday, 27th, the Norfolk 
& Southern railroad will inaugu­
rate through passenger irain ser­
vice between Norfolk and Ral“ 
eigh. There will be daily trains 
each way, one leaving Norfolk, 
at 11,55 a. m., passing Greenville 
at 6:40 p m, reaching Raleigh at 
p p .  m. th^ other leaving Raleigh 
at 6.35 a.' m,, passing Greenvillei 
at 9.55 a. m., reaching Norfolk 
at 4 45 p. m. This is a conven 
ient schedule and puts Greenville 
several hours nearer Raleigh 
than by any other route.

The old schedule between Ral­
eigh and Beaufort via Greenville 
will remain as it is, east bound 
leaving Raleigh at 9.10 a m., 
passing Greenville at 4.50 p. m., 
reaching Beaufort at 910 p. m , 
west bound leaving Beaufort at 
7.25 a. m„ passing Greenville at 
12.20 p. m , reaching Raleigh at
6,35 p. m. --

With the beginning of the new 
schedule there will be two pas­
senger trains each way, daily 
except Sunday,. passing Green­
ville over this road, and with the 
four on the Atlantic Coast Une 
gives us eight passenger trans a 
day.

A Year’s Trade. OF PERSONAL NATURE.

No Capacity For Gaverning.
News comes from republic of 

Liberia, in Africa, a country in 
habited, owned and governed by 
negroes, that affa rs are In such a 
shape thaC^ome of the powers of 
the world (presumably some of 
the w.bité powers/ will have to 
take charge of the country in its 
own interest and that of the 
world at large. Every experi­
ment tried so for has shown con­
clusively thát the negro left to 
himself is incapable of self^gov 
ernment-*: The only negro gov­
ernments that háve stood for any 
considerable length of time are 
those" where the rule is the worst 
and most oppressive form of des­
potism; where the subjects are 
really slaves, their property and 
lives being at the cbmmand of 
the riiler. Wherever popular 
government has been tried by 
negroes it has invariably ended 
in failure. They have not yet 
reached the stage of development 
where the mass can be trusted 
with its own interest, and some 
writers claim they will never 
reach i t - F o r t  Payne Journal.

Not only was the year just 
ended the naost successful for the 
American farmer of any in the 
history of the country, but in the 
record of imtjorts and exports it 
also established a precedent.

The growth of the foreign 
commerce was chiefly in manu­
factured goods and in manufac­
turers’ supplies. In iihtiorts, 
raw materials show an increase 
of about forty million dcllars for 
the ten months for which figures 
are available; and in exports an 
increase of forty-eight millions. 
There, was a slight increase in 
the import of foodstuffs, but a 
decrease in exports.

The raw materials imported in 
whitjh the greatest increase ap­
pears were those which enter in­
to the important manufactures 
of the United States, such as 
Manila hemp, sisal, jute, india 
rubber, raw silk; iron ore, copper 
ore and Egyptian cotton. Of the 
foodstuffs, which showed an in- 
creasi: • the most important are' 
coffee, s u ^ r  and cocoa.

On the export'side, among the 
articles which pertain to manu­
facture, raw cotton is by far the 
most important. The value of 
the amount sent abroad during 
the ten months ending in Octo­
ber was more than three hun­
dred and sixteen million dollars.

The gain in trade which mark­
ed the year was not confined to 
any one country or group of 
countries, but covers the whole 
world. Africa is the only ex­
ception. The trade with that 
continent showed a decrease 
rather than a gain.

The total trade figures for the 
year estimate the imports at one 
billion four hundred million dol- 
laás, and the exports at one bil­
lion nine hundred millions—a 
favorable balance of five hundred 
millions.—Youths’ Companion.

BelUr Times.
Washington, D. C. Jan. 22.—' 

The Secretary of the Treasury 
late today announced chat owing 
to the great improvement in fin­
ancial conditions throughout the 
country' he had begun the gradual 
withdrawal of deposits of public 
moneys in moderate amounts 
from the national banks. The 
first call has been madé upon 
New York banks and amounts to 
approximately ten million dollars. 
This is in addition to about ten 
million dollars returned by the 
New York banks since December 
26th.

The Secretary also announced 
that a general call for a moderate 
amount will be made upon banks 
in other cities at an early date.

Greeoville in Congress.
The Wasbingtoh City corres 

pondent of the Charlotte Obser­
ver sends that paper the follow­
ing, which; is further evidence 
that Congressman John H. Small 
has an eye open to those things 
that pertain to the betterment of
his district.

“Mr. Small today referred to 
the movement just initiated in
Greenville, North Carolina, for 
the purpose of securing stemboat 
service between Greenville and 
Baltimore, Restated that this 
was a.most appropriate illustra­
tion of the importance which 
would accrue to the State from 
the completion of the waterways. 
At present such steamers would 
have to pay toll through the 
canal owned by private corpora­
tions. With the completion of 
ihe waterway of course all tolls 
will be eliminated and the move 
ment of steamers will be free, 
thus cheapening .the cost of 
transportation. Undei* such con­
ditions there is no reason why 
Greenville should not be put upon 
a water competitive basis as to 
freight rates.-^ There are many 
other towns and sections in North 
Carolina which would receive 
similar benefitv” . *

Governor Glenn in a special 
message to the legislature yes­
terday, submitted a bill, recom­
mending action upon it, which 
would prevent the merger of 
parallel or competing railroad 
companies. It was said that the 
ol ject of such a law would be to 
defeat any attempt upon the part 
of the Southern Railway or the 
Atlantic Coast Line Railway to 
swallow up the Seaboard Air 
Line Railway and the Norfolk 
ar.d Scuthern Railway. ^

In the Senate a resolution to 
confine legislation to those mat­
ters embraced in the proclamation 
of Governor Glenn staling for 
what purpose the Legislature is 
convened; and the subsequent 
messages from the gnvernor to 
the general assembly, raised the 
question of the power of the 
egitilature in extraordinary ses­
sion to consider matters extran­
eous to the proclamation calling 
the legislature togethc r. It was 
the desire of most of those who 
discussed the resolution that the 
extra session be brief.

Still there were several bills 
introduced in both I ranches of 
the Legislature, with a view to 
local legislation, and members 
have significa their intent to 
introduce bills requiring three 
readings, which means six days 
for passage.

Tn the House Mr. Douglas, of 
Wake, introduced a prohibition 
bill, prohibiting “the manufac­
ture, sale, barter, exchange, 
giving away to induce trade, to 
furrish at public places or other­
wise of disposing of any alcoholic, 
spirituous, vinous or malt liquors, 
intoxicating bitters or beverages 
or other liquors or beverages by 
whatever name called, which 
will produce intoxication.

Another prohibition bill wifi be 
introduced In the Senate this 
morning by Mr. Long of Iredell.

Trade in most lines is quiet 
Dry goods and shoe dealers are 
receiving moderate orders for 
future shipments, produce is in 
fair demand at satisfactory 
prices. Tobacco is being mark­
eted in larger amounts and prices 
continue good, as anticipated the 
crop is not an average one, lum­
ber continues in little demand. 
Labor is plentiful. In North 
Carolina the majority of cotton 
has been ginned, but much of the 
crop is still in the hands of the 
planters. Money is more readily 
obtained at bank and dealers 
anticipate belter conditions.

Bank of England Notes.
When a Bank of England note re­

turns to the hank it is never re ­
issued, says Tit-Bits. I t  is canceled 
by having the signature of the chief 
cashier tOrn off. A day’s signatures 
thus detached often amount to a 
weight of twenty pounds, so same 
idea may bo gathered of the enor­
mous quantity of notes dealt with 
in a day’s business. After the sig­
natures are to rn  off the notes are 
pricked off in the register and sort­
ed into the dates of issue. They 
are than placed in boxes in tho 
vaults, where they are^kept for five 
years, after which they arc burned 
in a furnace placed in a courtyard. 
Every morning at 7 o’clock this fire 
is lighted, and the  notes which were 
received gX the bank five years pre­
viously are consigned to tlie flamcs„ 
420,000 notqs being consumed in 
this manner every week.

Antonins Aurelius, king of Arau- 

cania, the first and the last of hia 
dynasty, had once his day of fame. 
He was the man who would be king, 
and for a short time he was one. 
Aurelius began life as an ambitious 
Frenchman; he ended it  as a Ger­
man under the name of H err von 
Tonneins, dying in^great poverty at 
Marseilles, bdt for a b rie f period in 
the fifties of tho last century ho 
was king over the Araucanian In ­
dians in South America. When 
Von Tonneins founded his mon­
archy he found it necessary to havo 
his court, so he traveled over to E\iy 
rope and created his own orders and 
titles. Then he reigned till his 
court was broken up by the govern­
ment of Chile, and Aurelius as a 
roi en exile returned to MiiTScilles.
