Rfmo?ÍDX Obstruction Be­
fore Passeufer Train

Asheville, N. C-, Jan. 28. ~  
Wesley Jarret, a sectionman in 
the employ of the Southern Rail­
way, yesterday gave up bis life, 
to save a swiftly running pas­
senger train from being wrecked, 
and a result in probable heavy 
loss of life.* He was crushed un­
der the engine just as he had 
succeeded in removing a heavy 
obstruction from the track.

Jarret with other men of a 
section gang, were repairing a 
piece of track a short distance 
east of Marion. The work neces­
sitated the use of a heavy 
“Jack.'" Upon hearing the ap­
proach of fast moving passenger 
train No. 11, the gang made an 
effort to remove all obstruction, 
but the “jack '’in some way had 
become fast and clung tightly to 
the rail, and despite their frantic 
efforts they were unable to re­
move it, the obstruction lying in 
.such a manner as to cause a de- 
railment with consequent disps* 
ter and probable loss of life, 
bhould the train hit it.

With the train almost upon 
them the men, m th  the excep 
tion of Jarret sprang for safety, | 
feeling that nothing could pre- 
vent a wreck. He, however, re­
mained to make a last heroic ef * 
fort, and by almost superhuman 
strength succeeded in wrenching 
the “jack" free and toppled it 
from the tracks. His life was the 
sacrifice, however, as a t that in- 
s ta a y h e  engine struck him and 
he crushed to death under 
the wheels. The body being 
fearfully mangled.

The train was stopped and the 
remains of Jarret tenderly gath­
ered up and brought to this city. 
None of the passengers on the 
train were aware of how close 
they had been to disaster. -  Char­
lotte News.

Letter on Rapid Writing. .
Winterville, N. C., Jan, 28, 1908. 
Dear Teacher:—

In this short letter, I wish to 
tell you of the inspiration I re­
ceived from “Suggestions for

All the suggestions are fine, 
but I wish to emphasize, es­
pecially, the one about consider­
ing rapidity first, even a t the 
neglect of foim and beauty.

I know and have taught 
“Michael's System of Rapid 
W riting," which'System places 
position, movement and speed 
before form and beauty, still I 
felt tha t there was not time to 
have a reg^ular and systematic 
period of rapid writing. Now, 
since I have made these sugges­
tions my own, we have a period 
of rapid writing each day, in­
cluding analysis of letters.

I t is wonderful to see how hap­
pily and quickly the children re­
sponded, and how nicely they are
progessing.

There is scarcely a day that I 
fail to note some stiff, cramped 
letter, transformed to a more
pleasing copy.

There is great need of reform 
in the method of teaching pen­
manship. A system of legible 
writing, obtained through speed 
is retainable, the bad habit cf 
writing slowly and with the 
finger movement, is difficult to
evercome.

When a boy or girl goes out 
from school, to engage in life's 
work, the result of the slow 
painstaking writing is very often 
a miserable scrawl.

We all know that many of our 
business men write very illegibly, 
giving a difficult reading lesson 
to the receiver of their communi 
cations.

This is a practical age, and we 
want practical results.

informed that tobacco bugs had 
gotten into this county and that 
they damaged tobacco, particu­
larly good tobacco. The parcy 
said the bugs were produced by 
leaving tobacco or tobacco trash 
in the pack houses from one year 
to another, and that the best 
way to get rid of them is to clean 
up and destroy all old tobacco 
trash after you finish grading 
your crop, and then put a heavy 
coatoi whitewash on the walls 
and ceiling of your pack bouses.

Senate Put Amendment to Rate Bill 
That Way Virtnallj Give Federal 

Coart Power to Wake Railroad 
Rales.

The senate last night passed 
the rate bill th a t is said to carry 
out the governor’s compromise 
by a vote of 32 to 11, Then the 
cow kicked over the milk by pass­
ing the Buxton amendment leav­
ing the mater of fixing the rate 
matter January 1st to the Corpor­
ation commission. The vote on 
that amendment was 25 to 2J ^

The passage of the Buxton 
amendment means that the whole 
matter is turned over to the Cor­
poration Commission and if this 
does not suit the railroads then 
to the Federal court. The sen­
ate, as shown by this vote, takes 
action which may prevent the 
railroads being amendable to law 
and to the jurisdiction of the 
State's courts. If the senate bill 
as amended becomes a law the 
State's hands, in the opinion of 
able lawyers, may be tied and its 
feet put in the stocks. Those 
who have clamorsd against tha 
so-called radicalism of the legis­
lature of 1907 will, if the house 
adopts substantially the senate 
bill, get all they could wish for 
in the way of railroad control of 
the State even though they be 
gluttons. Some sentiment has 
been created by false statements 
of facts and the absurd charge 
that the panic was caused by 
railroad legislation, but the time 
has now come when if the sen­
ate's views prevail the railroads 
will fatten while Jones will “pay 
the freight." I t is well known 
that, under that amendment 
leaving the matter of reduc­
ing or raising the rate to 
the Corporation Commission, a 
Federal Judge can issue a man­
damus compelling the Corpora­
tion Commission to increase the 
rate or issue an injunction against 
any rate fixed by the Corporation 
Commission. That is the very 
thing that should be avoided in 
whatever bill becomes a law and 
it is surprising that the Senate 
incorporated that amendment 
when the railroad officials had 
stated that the original sugges­
tion of leaving the matter to the 
Corporation Commission was not 
a material part of the agreement. 
The incorporation of that dan­
gerous amendment jeopardizes 
the whole m atter of rate legisla­
tion for which the special session 
was convened- Its adoption was 
most unwise and unnecessary. 
The matter of agreement upon 
the material terms, of the Gov­
ernor's recommendation,—diffi­
cult and delicate—was progress­
ing toward an act that would be 
acceptable. The amendment to 
the Senate bill throws the fat in 
the fire and does so needlessly.

Senator Holt, in explaining his 
vote against the bill as amended, 
expressed the real feeling of the 
men who are determined upon 
State control and State sover­
eignty, when he said “Believing 
that the Fuxton amendment has 
noother effect than to turn the 
power of the State over to Judge 
J. C. Pritchard, I am compelled 
to vote no."  ̂ .

Senator John W. Graham.chair­
man of the Railroad Commictee, 
begged the Senate not to put 
that dangerous amendment into 
the bill, and when against his 
sensible and earnest protest 
by a vote of 25 to 21 the Senate 
insisted upon jamming that fatal 
amendment to the bill, voted 
against adopting the bill that 
passed the Senate. Others who 
agreed with him in this position 
voted for the bill under protest 
hoping that a conference com­
mittee would strike out the 
amendment that might prove 
fatal to rate regulation,-Raliegh 
News and Observer.^
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The .Fayetteville Observer is 
very much against the State mak­
ing a compromise in the rallroaa 
rate matter. That paper thinks 
the State had practically won i ts ! 
case in the courts, and that lo 
change now is a backdown “that 
will degrade the State in the 
eyesof the world.'' Closing an 
editorial on the subject The 
Observer says:
