MAILS TO BE WEIGHED.
To Determine What Co:apensation Shall
be Paid Railways.

Reginning next Tuesday, Feb-
ruary 11, the United States Pos-
tal authorities will begin weigh-
ing mailson the trains for\the
purpose of determining what
compensation shall be paid the
railways of the eountry for car-
rying the mail. The welghmg

penod will cover about 105 days.
A’few months ago the postoffice

‘| people were required to count

every piece of mail that passes
through their hands for a month,

The mail is not weighed on the
trains but about once in eight
years.

It kas been reported that in
some sections of the country  in
the past some of the railways
sent heavy articles, such as ele-
phants and sledge hammers, by
mail in order to make the mail
weigh a much as possible during
the weighing period. The com-
pensation of the road is based
upon the weight of the mail
handled during the given pe-
riod. The present law against
such practices is very rigid and
it is not thought that there will
be any padding this time.—

Mere Gambling.

It has been asserted without
denial that 99 per cent. of New
York purchases and sales of
stock and of produce are merely
bets upon the market value with
no intention on the part of the
vendor to deliver, or on the part
of the purchaser to receive.
This is not business; it is not
commerce; itis common vulgar
gambling, and when to the or
dinary chances that the gambler
takes are added the extraordin-
ary chances due to the secret
manipulations of the market by
those who aie on the inside, the
stock market becomes worse
than ‘an honestly conducted
gambling resort.

If a man takes a chance upon a
wheel of fortune, he knows just
what his chance is, and he knows
that the owner of the wheel has
a percentage of chances in his
favor, but when a stranger gam-
bles upon the stock or grain mar
ket he is at the mercy of those
who, by obtaining control of the
visible supply, can destroy every
natural law or business rule which
the outsider knows.

While the-laws of each state
and the laws of the nation
should prevent, far as laws can,
the use of these commercial ace
tivities for gambling purposes,
there must be back of the law
an educated public opinion, and
I beg the spiritual advisors of
our great cities to .consider

Bome Dangers the Man Behind the
' Camera Encounters.
Today the - camera penetrates
_everywhere, and sometimes its use
+is attended with considerable dan-
. ger and difficulty. Nowhere is this
' more pronounced than when the
camera is brought into use in tak-
(ing 'lifelike pictures of wild ani-
{mals in captivity.
_ How hazardous. this may be is
shown by the following incident,
which happened not long ago at a
big - zoological garden abroad: A
fine white leopard had been added to
the collection, and as soon as it ap-
peared to have settled down the au-
thorities decided to have it photo-
graphed. It seemed to be a fair}fr
quiet creature—nervous and timid,
to be sure, but without any sign of
temper.
When the keeper entered its eage
it had taken little notice of him be-
yond the usual spitting and hissing
natural to its kind. The photogra-
her therefore followed the keeper
mto its cage without apprehension
of trouble.
He set up his apparatus, adjusted
it, took several pictures of the
leopard, and all seemed satisfactory.
As he shut up his camera, however,
the operator chanced to shuffle his
feet once or twice on the floor of
the cage.
_Like a streak of lightning the
leopard, with an ominous enarl,
leaped at him, and before he could
move the animal was gripping his
ankle with his forepaws and fu-
riously biting at his foot. Luckily
the keeper and some assistants suc-
ceeded in beating off the beast in
time to save the photographer’s life,
but it was a narrow squeak.
At the same zoo some time after
when an attempt was made to pho-
tograph one of the llamas—an ani-
mal generally considered to be a
fairly docile creature, with nothing
articularly objectionable about it
Beyond its habit of spitting—the
photographer’s “subject” revealed
its true nature by suddenly making
a dash for camera and operator, and
before the latter could be rescued
he was the recipient of innumerable
gcratches, cuts and bruises which
took some weeks to heal.

There are many today who be-
lieve that onion juice is of assist-
ance tm deafness. Itallans in the
north end heat the insides of little
ontons and stuff them in aching
cars of their children. They leave
them there for weeks. An onion
put under the pillow will bring
Ireams of the loved one.
