The lives of the inmates 
of the County Home are at best 
cheerless. Religious services 
would not only be for their 
spiritual benefit but the dirver- 
sion would be a treat to them. 
Ministers who live at a distance 
cannot be expected to make reg­
ular visits to the Home at their 
own expense.-Statesville Land­
mark.

1907,

for complaining stockholders copy 
of this letter. .

I would add that it is our in­
tention to readjust inter-state 
rates, effective, if possible, on 
April 1.

In view of the fact th a t North  
Carolina is soon to v o te  on pro­
hibition, the following facts in 
regard to the “dry” sections of 
the country will be of much in­
terest.

Kentucky is famous for Its 
Blue Grass whiskey and has 
$100,000i000 invested in distil- 
lerie?, all but fourteen of its  
119 counties are wholly “dry’* 
and of the fourteen only four 
are wholly “ wet.” In Ten­
nessee whiskey can be sold legal­
ly only in Nashville, Chattan­
ooga, Memphis and one smaller 
city. Georgia has become a 
prohibition state. Alabama is  
‘‘dr /. ’' Thirty-four of the for­
ty-seven counties of Florida are 
“dry”, and Governor Broward is  
leading a campaign for state pro­
hibition. A similar campaign is  
being waged in Mississippi, 
where sixty-eight out of seventy- 
five counties have adopted pro* 
hibition. South Carolina has re­
pealed its dispensary law, sub- 
stithting local option by counties, 
and a movement for state pro-

The almost 
universal custom in addressing 
letters is now to place first the 
name, next the street address, 
then the city and lastly the 
State. Mail sorters could then 
work very much faster and the 

- delivery of mail be much easier, 
if this was directly reversed. 
Letters addressed with the State 
first, city next, then the street 
address,* and name of address 
would insure more expeditious 
delivery. This idea ought to take 

' well^with the public. Many 
business houses carry it out,-and 
the people in general will do it if 
they will take a little thought.—

] ' i t  is while discharging ballast to  
- ih te f  the higher altitudira th a t you 

get your i r s t  idea of the hair t r ^ -  
ger balaiice of the giant contriv­
ance keeping you afloat. Your pi- 

j  lot takes a small wooden scoop, no 
1 larger than an ordinary sized soup 
' ladle, digs into one of the sand bags 
|. and scatters a single “shovelful”
¡ overboard. Up darts your balloon— 
j lOO, 200, 300 feet. An ordinary 

sized bottle of beer spilled over­
board lightens -the balloon enough 
to send it up 2.’>0 feet, and if you 
happen to be over , a vacant field 
whore you can drop the bottle your­
self without risk of^killing any one 
the release of this weight will send 
you up another 300 feet. So deli­
cately poised is your balloon once 
it has struck its 'balance that you 
could push it up or pull i t  down 
from 300 to 400 feet with strength 
equal to that of your little finger.

When a mere cloud passes lie- 
twecn you and the sun, causing in­
stant contraction of the gas in the 
balloon, the envelope becomes bag­
gy and flaccid a t once, and you be­
gin  to  fall, sometimes at the rate of 
a thousand feet a minute, although 
you have no warning of this other 
than the statoscope and no sensa­
tion except the^thrill as you see the 
alarming rapidity with which the 
earth comes nearer to you. Three 
or four scoopfuls of sand may be 
necessary to sacrifice before you 
again strike your balance, and the 
next moment the sun darts from' 
behind the cloud, warms the bal­
loon, and the envelope tautens aI-‘ 
most with a bang, and you go k it­
ing upward under your lightened 
load until you are obliged to open 
the escape valve to let out gas to 
prevent going up above your orig­
inal level. Then it is that you lie- 
gin to understand why the bugbear 
of the aeronaut is alternate cloud 
and sunshine, why he prefers sail­
ing during the night and why, if he 
does sail throughout the day, he 
mounts high above the clouds in 
continuous sunshine, where the vol­
ume of gas in the balloon remains 
constant.—A. W. Rolker in Ameri­
can Magaziiii*.

FiRELESS COOKING.
HoW the Hunters of the Northwest 

 ̂ Forests Prepers Food.
' Fireless cookers have been in use 

aince “ remote times among the 
guides, hunters and trappers of the 
northwest, and some of them  have 
become so adept tha t they can pre­
pare unusually tempting^ meals.
■ On many of the best known por­
tages, says the Seattle Post-Intel- 
Ugenjcr, the guides set up the tents 
on the old camping places because 
there they find tne half froacn 
stones needed to construct the oven.

On top of those they build a Tire, 
and when the stones are red hot the 
Indians set thorn up in tho form of 
a covered box, inside of which has 
been placed tlio saddle of venison, a 
pair of partridges or perhaps a 
bear’s ham. Instead of the heavy 
felt of the German contrivance they 
cover it  all over with thick moss, 
the green side in, over which is piled 
soil if it  may be had conveniently.

The next morning tho roast is 
certain of being cooked to a deli­
cious turn. I t  has either been spit­
ted on a clean wand of birch, which 
imparts no ill flavor to the meat, or 
else a grill of sticks has been laid 
across the oven, upon which its con­
ten ts have rested.

Sometimes the easier plan is 
adopted of allowing a sharp pointed 

to proiect tiirouiih from  theStic
ouisidc a t one corner, the outer end 
being firmly stuck into the ground. 
In  any cáse the object is to keep the 
jo int from touching the^ides of tlie 
oven, which are seldom very clean.

Beyond the preparation of the 
oven and the building of the fire re­
quired to heat the stones, this m eth­
od of cooking requires only little 
attention. The meat being proper­
ly placed in the improvised oven, it 
is allowed to remain there until its 
presence is desired at the table. 
There is no possibility of the meat 
having been overdone. Many hours 
are required to cook the meat, but 
after th a t it is a m atter of small 
moment if it is left to tho action of 
the heat a few additional hours. 
The chances are that when the meat 
is taken from the oven it will he 
found done to a turn, and it will be 
voted by those who have partaken 
to be the finest, juciest piece of 
meat ever encountered.

\Miilo it is a fact that th i  meat 
cooked in this manner is particular­
ly well flavóred, its toothsome qual­
ities arc in a great measure due to 
the seasoning secrets of the cooks. 
Men who go Into this country on 
hunting expeditions rarely ask their 
cook guides about their methods of 
cooking further than what is to be 
seen, for they would get little satis­
faction. There are certain secrets 
relative to the use of herbs and 
some other tricks wdiich are handed 
down from one generation to anoth­
er and which will never get outside 
of the family. Sometimes a guide 
will get more of a reputation for his 
cooking than {or his knowledge of 
iho country, and his services will bo 
in  sjiecial demand by those excur­
sionists who arc wont to give some 
attention to tlie creature comforts 
ou these hunting expeditions. These 
hunters guard their culinary secrets 
jealously and hand them down only 
to their successors along the line.

CRUEL PUNISHMENTS.

Sentences Imposed on Offenders by ths 
Old Coloniel Courts.

Alice Morse Earle instances in a 
book on “Punishments of Bygone 
Days” some of the picturesque but 
often cruel sentences of the colonia 
court.

In  colonial days hog stealing was 
considered one of the most serious 
of crimes. At the first offense the 
thief’s ears were slit, and at the sec­
ond his ears v-ere nailed to a pil­
lory, and at the third he suffered 
death “without benefit of clergy.” 

Deceitful bakers and careless fish 
dealcns had to Nose their ears,” 
while he who spoke detracting words, 
had his tongue bored by a bodkin. _ 

A Frenchman traveling in Ameri­
ca in 1700 describes the ducking 
stool as a “pleasant mode” of pun­
ishing a scolding woman. He says;

“Of members ye tongc is worst 
or heste. And yll tonge oft doth 
brecde unreste worthc a ducking 
stoole.”^

In  1C35 Tilomas Hartley of Vir­
ginia wrote of his witnessing the 
execution of a ducking stool sen­
tence :

Then 
they drew back ye Machine, untied 
yo Ropes and let her walk home, a 
iiO))cfully penitent woman.”

! t seems strange to read tha t al­
most within the memory of persons 
still living Mrs. Annie Royal was 
sentenced in Washington to he 
ducked for writing vituperative 
books. She terrorized the town by 
editing a “Paul Pry” paper. Even 
John Quincy Adams pronounced her 
a virago, and she was arraigned as 
a common scold. Mrs.̂  Royal was 
sentenced to be ducked in the Poto­
mac, but afterward released on pay­
ing a fine.

John Bunyan’t  Qama.
