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JONES HAS SENTEN[IE CBMHUTED

The Negro Wu Under Sentence of
Death at Greensboro. -

Governor Glenn yesterday com-
‘muted the death sentence of Fra=
zier Jones, the Guilford county
wife-murderer, to life imprison-~
ment, upon the investigation
that had been made since' he
granted a reprieve of ten days to
Jones lest Friday at 11:30 o’clock,
just half and hour before the
negro’s soul was to have been
sent into eternity from the gal-
lows.

There wai some crltlclsm of
the Governor following upon the
announcement that he had res-
pited the negro ten days, but this
ended when it was understood
that the reprieve had been grant-
ed at the request of Solicitor
Brooks and when the principal
prosecuting witness in the trial
made a statement for the con-
sideration of the Governor to the
effect that Jones’ wife was a
woman whose character was ques
tionable, and whose conduct, in-
spiring the passion of jealousy in
the breast of the negro, caused
him to eommit the crime without
premeditation.”

The Governor's statement in
granting the commutation is as
follows:

“Tie defendant - was under
sentence of death for murder in
the first degree and application
to commute sentence to life im-
prisonment was filed before me,
with affidavits and testimenials
as to character; also counter af-
fidavits and testimonials filed
contradicting the allegations in
the petition. Neither the trial
judge nor solicitor would recom-
mend the commutation, and after
a full and fair investigation I de-
clined to interfere with the sen-
tence. On Friday evening be-
fore the execution was to take
place on Saturday, some of the
best men in Guilford couuty,
among whom were lawyers,
doctors. ministers and business

men importuned me to commute |

the sentence. I got in commun-
ication” with Solicitor Brooks, as
I have to look largely to the le-
gal officers for my information,
" At first he declined to make any
recommendation. On Saturday
he ’phoned me asking for respite
of ten days to give him an op-
“portunity to examine more thor.
oughly into the case. In the in-
terest of human life, and. desir-
ing to make no mistake in so im-
portant a matter as that of life
and death, without any intention
of patting the responsxbxhty on

get his aid, I  respited
the ‘defendant until Febru-

ary 18th. Since the respite
and after examining new testi-
mony and affidavits, both.
