NOTES FOR BUSY SHOPPERS.

THE INDEPENDENT FARMER.

Will Not Sell Cotton Until He Gets 
Ready.

A Georg ia correspondent of a 
New York cotton brokerage firm 
who was evidently prodded about 
his slowness in buying cotton 
wrote to his house, under date of 
February 4th:

“Not a bale of cotton has been 
sold here in ten days. None of­
fered at any price. The farmers 
in Georgia don^t give a — . All 
the banks in New York may fail, 
all the factories in Manchester 
may close down, hut they are 
‘fixed' this season for a long 
'siege' plenty of corn, meat and a 
bank accaunt. I never dreamed of 
such indifference among farmers 
as now exists. Futures may go 
lower, but no real cotton is to be 
had under 12J cents. Fve tried 
to buy 100 bales of spots around 
12 cents here, but there was noth­
ing doing. No good ..cotton to 
be had under 12i cents to 13 
cents—very few bales at that."

Cotton buyers in any part of 
North Carolina will say that the 
same conditions prevail here. On 
a northbound train on the South­
ern, one day last weex, was a 
cotton man from Charlotte bound 
for Greensboro with samples. 
At Salisbury a cotton man got on 
with samples. He also, was 
bound for Greenboro They had 
low grade cotton which they 
wanted to sell at their own price. 
Both agreed that white cotton 
was not to be obtained. There 
is plenty of it—tu t it is not on 
the market.

The farmers have it stored in 
warehouses, or under shelter at 
their homes and are going about 
their business until a price comes 
along that suits them, The Geor­
gia man in a brief paragraph, has 
toli the whole story of the pros­
perous conditions prevailing in 
the South. What he says of 
Georgia is true of every cotton 
growing State- The farmer, Jfor 
once, is certainly in position to 
keep his cotton until he gets 
what he wants for it.—Charlotte 
Chronicle.

HAS THE RIGHT RING.

Wake County Doctors Against Illegal 
Prescriptions.

The Wake County Medical So 
cieiy at its meeting yesterday 
passed resolutions with reference 
to the duty of the medical pro“ 
fession in communities that have 
voted prohibition that deserve to 
be widely read. They will meet 
the approval of every man in the 
profession worthy of his high 
calling and of the public. The 
resolution.s were proposed by Dr. 
A. W. Knox, one of th<i State’s 
first physicians and surgeons, 
whose sense of civic duty is as 
high as his professional skill. 
They met the unanimous ap­
proval of every member of the 
society and are practical and meet 
the need. The doctors pledge 
themselves “both asan  organi­
zation and as individuals to pro­
mote by every means in our pow­
er the honest execution of the 
prohibition law with the purpose 
of making it effective and suc­
cessful,”

The resolutions express faith 
that most physicians will “live 
up to this high principle of ac­
tion” stated in the resolutions 
printed elsewhere, and add thh 
wise resolution:

“Resolved, That we deem it 
unprofessional and dishonorable 
conduct, for physicianns either 
to sell or to give prescriptions 
for whiskey or other intoxicants, 
to be used as a beverage merely; 
and further, that, in our opinion, 
such giving of whiskey pre­
scriptions, if satisfactorily prov­
ed, should be valid ground for 
revoking the license of any phys 
ician who may be guilty of the 
same.”

It is a matter for congratula­
tion that Wake has a medical 
society compo ed of men who 
take this proper view of their 
duty as physicians and as citi­
zens. The public has every con­
fidence that nearly all will live 
up to the resolutions adopted. 
Not the least gratifying clause 
in the resolutions is that if any 
licensed physician should violate 
the rule and thu3< violate the 
law, it “should be valid ground 
for revokir^ the license.” 'i'hat

figeujer, the guides set up the tents 
on the old camping places because 
there they find the half frozen 
stones needed to cdnstruct the oven.

On top of these they build a lire,̂  
and when the stones are red hot the 
Indians set them up in the form of 
a covered box, inside of which lias 
been placed the saddle of venison, a 
)'air of partridges or perhaps a 
>eaFs ham. Instead of the heavy 
eit Of the Geman contrivance they 

cover it all over with thick moss, 
the green side in, over which is piled 
soil if it  may he had conveniently.

The next morning the roast is 
certain of being cooked to a deli­
cious turn. I t  has either been spit­
ted on a clean ŵ and of birch, which 
imparts no ill flavor to the meat, or 
else a grill of sticks has been kid 
across the oven, upon which its con­
tents have rested.

Sometimes the easier plan is 
adopted of allowing a sharp pointed 
stick to project through frOm the 
outside at one corner, the outer end 
being firmly stuck into the ground. 
In any case the object is to keep the 
joint from touching ihe sides of the 
oven, whicli are seldom v^ry clean.

Beyond the preparation of the 
oven and the building of the fire re­
quired to heat the stones, this niotli- 
od of cooking requires only little 
attention. The meat lieing proper­
ly placed in the improvised oven, it 
is allowed to remain there until its 
presence is desired at the table. 
There is no possibility of the meat 
having been overdone. Many hours 
are req^uired to cook the meat, hut 
after that it is a matter of small 
moment if it is left to the action of 
the heat a few additional hours. 
The chances are that when the meat 
is taken from the oven it will be 
found done to a turn, and it will be 
voted hy those who have partaken 
to bo the finest, juciest piece of 
meat ever encountered,

Wliile it is a fact that the meat 
cooked in this manner is particular- 
Iv well flavoiajd, iW toothsome qual- 
mos ate in a  gireat meneure due to 
the seasoning secrets of the cooks. 
Men who go into this country on 
hunting oxpcditions rarely iusk their 
cook guides about their mefcliods of 
cooking further than what is to be 
seen, for they would get little satis­
faction. There are certain secrets 
relative to the uso of herbs and 
some other tricks which arc handed 
dówn from one generation to anoth­
er and which will never get outside 
of 'the family. Sometimes a guide 
will get more of a reputation for his 
cooking than for his knowled|^e Of 
the country, and his services will be 
in special aemand by those excur­
sionists who are Wont to give some 
attention to the creature comforts 
on these hunting expeditions. Those 
hunters guard their qulihary secrets 
jealously and hand them down only 
to their successors along the line.

Tlie Delicate Cilanca of the Gigantio 
Beg of Gas.-

I t  13 whil% discharging ballast to 
enter the higher altitudes that you 
get your first idea of the hair trig­
ger balance of the giant contriv­
ance keeping you afloat. Your pi­
lot takes a small wooden scoop, no 
larger than an ordinary sized soup 
ladle, digs into one of ihe sand bags 
and scatters a single “shovelful” 
overboard. Up darts your balloon— 
100, 200, 300 feet. An ordinary 
sized bottle of beer spilled over­
board lightens the balloon enough, 
to send it up 2Ó0 feet, and if you 
happen to bo over a vacant ,fiold 
where you can drop tho bottle your­
self without risk of killing any one 
the release of this weight will send 
you up another 300 feet. So deli­
cately }>oised is your balloon once 
it has struck its balance that you 
could push it up or pull it down 
from 300 to 400 feet with strength 
equal to tliat of your little finger.

Wlien a mere cloud passes be­
tween “you and the sun, causingdn- 
stant contraction of the gas in the 
balloon, the envelope becomes bag­
gy and flaccid at once, and you be­
gin to fall, sometimes at the rate of 
a thousand feet a minute, although 
you have no warning of this other 
than the statoscope and no sensa­
tion except the thrill as you see the 
alarming rapidity with which the 
earth come.s nearer to you. Three 
or four Bcoopfujs of sand may bo 
necessary to sacrifice before you 
again strike your balance, and the 
next moment the sun darts from 
behihd the cloud, warms the bal­
loon, and tho envelope tautens al­
most with a bang, and you go kit­
ing upward under your lightened 
load until you are obliged to open 
the escape valve to let out gas to 
prevent going up above your orig­
inal level. Then it is that you be­
gin to understand why the bugbear 
of the aeronaut is altgniate cloud 
and sunshine, wliy he prefers sail­
ing during the night and why, if  lie 
does sail throughout the day, ho 
mounts high above the clouds in 
continuous sunshine, where tho vol­
ume of gas in tlie balloon remains 
constant.—A. W. Ilolker in Ameri­
can Magazine.
