PAMLICO RlVER GIV!NG UP THE
DEAD.

Human Skeletons, Probably of the Ab-
origines, and Weapons Found
Beneath Surface.

The action of the waters of the
lower part of Pamlico river, es-
pecially on its southern bank in
the vicinity of Wades’ points, is
occasionally turning up many rel-
ics or objects of historic interest.
Especially is this true in the way
of oceasionally exhuming human
skeletons, undoubtedly of Indian
origin, that might protably be
traced back to the edrly days of
the firsi settlement by the whites
of this section, or even long an-
terior to the landing of the first
white men on the shores of Ho-
koken, the original Indian name
for the island on which the sum-
mer resort Ocracoke now stands.
In fact, the'banks lining the Tau
“or Tar, Pamlico and Pungo
rivers and the sound are undoubt-
edly rich in historic and pre-his-
toric remair s of the Indians who|;
dwelt thegreon.  While other
sections of the State and country
have had their early histories ex-
ploited by painstaking investiga-
and research. Beaufort county
and contiguous scctions remain
as a sealed book to the greater
portion of their inhabitante,

In the dredging of the Tar and
Pamilco rivers and contiguous
waters, intermixed with the de-
bris taken from the beds have
been fragments of cannon and
other warlike implements that
really antedate the wars of the
revolution and of 1812, Tradi-
tion tells us that in the early days
of buccaneering or piracy in the
Caribean sca that the Pirates
Kidd and Teach used the watzrs
of Pamlico sound and the estua-
ries empting into it as a sort of
rendezvous for their operations.
In camping on their banks, di-
viding their spoils and indulging
in rest and revelry they found a
veritable heaven for their opera-
tions. Very probably the frag-
ments of cannon and other wea-
" pons represented the armament
of rich Spanish galleons which
the pirates had captured and
destroyed,—Washington Messen-
ger. -
