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“ TAREN CARE OF”  BY RAILROAD.
EDITOR OF THE “KING’S DOLLAR 

fDAILY” SERVICE.

He Rendered It and While Road Offer* 
ed Palti^ $300 Jury Awards 

$1,200 and Road Appeals.

V When a newspaper enters into 
gentlemen’s understanding with 
a railroad that it will do every­
thing to advance the road's inter­
est in the paper's section, and 
that the road on the other hand 
will see that the paper “is taken 
care of‘’ is the agreement of 
minds of a sort to constitute a 
contract that will be construed by 
the courts as to give the editor a 
recovery according to proven 
value of his editorial and personal 
assistance in the carrying out of 
the ends of the railroad?

Such is the basic question pre- 
sented in the appeal of the Ral­
eigh and Pamlico Sound Railroad 
from a judsarment entered against 
it in Pitt county in a case where­
in Henry T. King, one-time editor 
of “King's Weekly,” and h ter 
of “King's Hollar Daily.” -n o t 
only jjave up his editorial space 
in advocating the adoption of 
bond propositions in favor of the 
defendant railroad, but took off 
his shirt, labored at the polls and 
generally split himself up one 
way and down the other in an ef­
fort to serve the road and earn 
his money.

“That during years 1903 and 
1904 the plaintiff was publishing 
a newspaper published weekly in 
Greenville, N. C., and was him­
self editor of said paper, which 
was first run as “King's Week­
ly” and later as “King^s Dollar 
Daily,”

“2. .That during February 
1902, the defendant company, 
then trying to secure aid in build­
ing a line of railroad from Ral­
eigh to some point on Pamlico 
Sound, applied tc the plaintiff to 
secure the columns of his paper, 
and his personal service, in try • 
ing to carry elections along lihe 
route of the proposed road by 
which bonds were to be issued 
for the use and benefit of said 
road to gain for said road the 
good will of the citizens along 
said road, and in other ways as­
sist the managers and directors 
of said road in their undertaking, 
and under the promise from the 
manager and one of the directors 
of said company that he should 
be ‘taken cdre of' well paid for 
his service, he agreed to serve 
the defendant as best he could 
in the manner suggested, and 
did serve them in the ways indi­
cated by defendants through the 
columns of his papers by adver­
tisements, and by personal ser" 
vices at elections, and in other 
ways well known to defendants, 
for such services the defendants 
agreed and promised to pay— 
but when demand was made the 
said company admitted his right 
to payment, but only offered him 
$300 in second mortgage bonds 
of said railioai company for his 
services,

“3. That the services render­
ed by the plaintiff were reason­
ably worth the sum of fifteen 
hundred dollars.

“4. That the payment has 
been demanded and refused.

“Wherefore plaintiff prays 
judgment against defendants:

“1. For the sum of fifteen 
hundred dollars with interest 
thereon.

“2. For costs.”
In his evidence, the plaintiff 

testified that he did yoeman's 
service for the railroad and, alter 
all the victories had been won 
and the banner was flying, he 
hcid muüestly asked his pay of 
Capt J. M. Turner, who had 
f)fomised to take care of him;

that all that Capt. Turner had 
offered in requital of strenuous 
services was $300 in second mort­
gage bonds, which plaintiff flaf.y 
refused. Plaintiff thereupon 
sued for fifteen hundred dollure, 
the value of his editorial columns 
and o^her adveitisements and 
notices; and personal work for 
three years, including work in 
the election.
♦ To this showing the defendant 
was heartless enough to intro­
duce witnesses who stated that 
they never read King's publica­
tions and did not know what side 
tliey were taking on the railroad, 
which everybody in Pitt county 
and Greenville favored anyhow. 
ButMK King explained that a 
real hot editorial, or something 
copied from the Raleigh papers 
on the editorial page-was much 
more valuable than his regular 
advertising—the be3t of which 
was $250 a year from Munyoii, 
and that if he had done for Mun- 
yon's remedy what he did for 
the Pamlico Sound he would have 
pulled the coin like a country boy 
jerks fodder.

The ju ry - considering that kir. 
King had been three year.' on the 
job, and, as he testified, had 
neglected his business,” award 
ed him $1,200, which ought to be 
reasonable in the light of the 
Drewry contract, but the rail­
road is appealing. —Raleigh News 
and Observer.

The custom of giving presents at 
Christmas seems to "have gained 
ground in England since the close 
of the seventeenth century, when a 
French visitor to England consid­
ered it worthy of notice.

For nearly fifteen 
years they continue to increase in 
weight, and their experienced 
mahouts are able lo tell their age 
at n glance by the shape of their 
ears, As workers they • are both 
quiet and swift. I have seen a 
Kangoon elephant outrun "a fast 
horse for a short distance. Oddly 
enough, tliey cannot jum p in the 
least, and a deep ditch only seven 
feet wide is to liiem quite impassa­
ble. -Nearsighted they are too. But 
to make up for thi.s the ir sense of 
smell is littlü  sliort of miraculous.—
