The meeting was presided over 
by H. B. Smith, and was some- 

, what-informal in its nature- 
Reports were given by each man 
present, and by. means of many 
questions asked by the* d if l^ h t  
men present. I the best of every 
school represented was fully ex­
plained, No little gopd i^ll un­
doubtedly come from these re­
ports, as it Inrought out and set 
in bold relief the best that the 
eastern towns and cities have.

The question that seemed up 
permost in the minds of the 
masters was the States’ high 
school system. Prof, Wtlkeif, of 

’ the University, spoke at some 
length (m the subject, explaining 
the entrance requirements of the 
University, and sispecially the 
new unit system, as prepared by 
the Carnegie Foundation for the 
Betterment of Teaching.

Some opposition was expresfred 
to raising the entrance require; 
ments of the Univer^ty and the 
colleges. The superintendents 
expressed themselves u s feeling 
confident that they wefe carry 
ing the boys cf their schools 
just as far as their equipment, 
money and teaching force would 
permit. They assured Mr. Wal­
ker that it would never do for 
the University and .the colleges 

Vto make the entraíncé require­
ments too advanced, as the peo­
ple are not willing to ba forced 
to graduate their boys at the 
graded schools, then be forced to 
send them to a private high 
school to pr^)are them ibr col­
lege enhance. •

The morning session began at 
9 o’clocK. Supt. J. A  McArth 
ur of Ayden was the only recruit 
to the list of attendants.

The first speaker was Ex-Gov, 
Jarvis, who spoke on the East­
ern Training School. Gov. Jar­
vis reminded the supmfinttnd- 
ents and principals that in the 
lively contest among the tbyrm 
the State Board of Education 
had established the school a t 
Greenville. That it is the pur­
pose o tthe  Board of Tliustees to 
erect beautiful and substantial 

. buildings of the best type. He 
expressed his strong faith in the 
future of the school, saying that 
it has a great work to do for the 
State, and especially for Eastern 
North Carolina.

The next speaker was Prof. E. 
C. Brooks of Trinity college, edi* 
tor of the North Carolina Journal 
of Education. Mr. Brooks is al­
ways an interesting speaker, and 
hia'talk.was closely listened to 
this morning. He pointed out

the fact that the course of study, 
80 troublesome to many schools, 
is really an easy msUer after all.
