' along with these, we must have 
strong moral and religious senti* 
ment, therefore this whiskey 
problem must be solved -'and Its 
traffic prohibited, firs t the hus- 
iness w(gld is against the liquorf 
business, the railroads, the great 
labor organizationz. etc, are all 
bitterly opposed to it, Second, 
the religious world is against i t  
Every church has declared itself, 
all the preachers and religious 
leaders are on one side Third, 
the home is against it. Hardly 
ahorne can be found that has 
suSered. Fathers and mothers 
are forvjtbe protection o{. their 
homes and ch ildm .

He showed that seventy*five 
per cen t of the State bad pro 
hibitlrm. “Of the 24 counties in 
iio rth  Carolina,'' said he, “ that 
sell liquor' publicly, three- 
fourths of thábi'ñre east of the 
Wilihington and Weldon railroad 
within a radius of 40 mii^ and 
the good old county of Pitt is 
right in the cen ter" Ho stated 
that the drink habit cost North 
Carolina last year tw en^  milUon 
dollars, ten times as miich as it 
pays to educate its young man­
hood and «wmnanhood, seven 
times as much as it spend# for 
food. “I believe," said he “ev­
ery dollar spent t o  whiskey is 
lost to the legitimate channels of 
trade, for everyone realizes how 
strong drink destroys the energy, 
life and vitality of man. There­
fore that means that forty 
millions, counting the twenty 
millions spent for-liquor, consti­
tutes the liquor traffic in Norths 
Carolina. This forty millions ̂  is 
measured in the degradation of 
manhood, the poverty it brihgs 
to our homes and the numerous 
crimes it causes man to commit. 
Eighty percent, o l  the crimes 
committed in North Carolina 
are caused by intoxicating driflks. 
Listen, men of Farmville, you 
have here a growing and pro­
gressive town, the eyes of all 
Carolina are upon you. thereto^ 
in the name of Heaven, go forth 
to the ballot box on the 26th of 
May and register your will 
against the liquor trafile and

Fort Wayne, Ind., May 3, At 

least twelve persons lost their 
lives in a fire which destroyed 
the new Aveline Hotel here early 
today. The entire interior of 
the building is a smouldering 
heap of ruins and how many dead 
are cqneealeci bv the debrif can 
only be cenjectured. The Eotel 
regteler Was consumed by the 
fire and there is no accurate 
means of determinini; who Is 
missing. Twelve bodies ^ave 
been recovered and identified hnd 
several others are known tobe 
missing.

New York, May 3 —An early 
morning fire in a four-story brick 
tenement at No. 17 Hurobold 
street,'a thickly populated sec­
tion of Brooklyn, caused the 
death of six persons and the 
serious injury of four othei^. 
Every member of one family, 
consisting of a mother and foul* 
children, are among th^ dta(i| 
Thirewere many thrilling res* 
cuses by police and fire.men and it 
was due to their brave work 
that the death list was not 
larger. A half dcizen or more 
persons who were trapped in the 
upper stories were saved by 
jumping into life nets.

To the Voters of Pkt Coanty.
Some doubt imd confusion hav­

ing arisen in the minds of some 
persons m to what regisf ration 
books shall be used as the legal 
registration books for the regis­
tration of voters for the election 
to take place on the 26thTof May 
1908, I beg to say that the reg­
istrars should use the book used 
a| the election on the 14th day of 
May 1907 and no other.

Whenever a new registration 
, is ordered and taken all previous 
'registration and registration 
books become useless and cannot 
be used at subsequent elections. 
The registration for the elect­
ion on 14th, of May 1907 was a 
new registration and not a spec­
ial yegistratioii. It is therefore 
ceitáin that the registration 
bookainuse at the election on 
the 14th of May, 1907, must be 
used in the coming election. Any 
voter whose name is on the reg­
istration bodes used at the elec­
tion on the 14th of May, 1907, 
need not regUter again All 
whose names are not on these 
hooka will have to register for 
the coming election or they can* 
not vote. "

The registratior* books were 
opened on the 24th inst and the 
law requires them to be closed 
at sundown on Saturday the 16th 
day of May, 1908. The law also 
requires the registrars to be at 
tíie polling places in their res­
pective precincts on each Satur­
day daring the period of regis­
tration, but the registrars can 
register the voters at other 
times and places. So it is cleai 
that every voter whose name is 
hot on the registration books 
used at the election in May.Jl0O7 
has ample time and opportunity 
to have it put there if he so de­
sires and I make this publication 
for the purpose ofuhrging the 
voters t(|. register and vote A 
great moral question is to be de­
cided upon which will seriously 
affect the habit, the homes and 
lives of the people and especially 
the boys and girls who are soon 
to become the and women 
of the near future." You cannot 
vote in that great question on 
the 26th of May unless you .are 
registered. I ' therefore urge 
you to .register. This great 
question will be presented to you 
in the form of two ballots. One 
of these ballots will read “For 
the Manufacturo and Sale of In- 
:oxicating Liquors/- The other 
bállot will read ‘ Against ,the 
Manufacture and Sale of Intoxi­
cating liquors.”

If any mem is in doubt as to 
which of these ballots^ he ought 
to deposit in the box let him ask 
his wife 01 that darling little 
girl for whose safety he would 
give his life or that bright eyed 
boy whose future may be deter
