Streitgth of Rings.
Some elaborate calculations, backed

It appears that a 
ring of ductile metal, like malleable 
iron, will be palled out Into tfie form 
of a long link before It breaks and tha't 
the ultimate strength of the ring IS 
virtually independent of Its diameter, 
Fracture finally occws as the restflf of 
almost pure tension, and the resistance 
to breaking Is a little less than twice 
that of a rcxLof the same cross section 
subjected to a straight pull. As the 
ring Increases In diameter there ap­
pears to be a slight approach toward 
equality, with double the strength of 
a bar. Thus a three Inch ring, made 
of three-quarter Inch Iron, broke a t 
nineteen an^ one-half tons, a four inch 
ring at nineteen and nine-tenths tons 
and a six inch ring at twenty tons, the 
strength ot a bar of the same metal 
being ten and one-half tons.

A Turtle Feast With tndians on 

Amaxon River.
"One of the strangest situations 

I was ever in,” said a ipan who has 
traveled much, "was down on an 
island in the Amazon river. 1 was 
looking up timber for an English 
syndicate. 1 had another white man 
with me, and we went up the river 
800 miles in a launch. The crew 
of the launch were half Indian and 
half negro. We had been caught 
by a swarm of Indiána who swept 
ns plong with them up the river un­
til we reached this island I speak 
of. There was nothing to do hut 
go with them, as they were several 
hundred to one-of us. They landed 
on the''is!ánd, which was quite siza­
ble and sloped to the riVeris edge, 
the shores oeing sandy. There we 
pmped for the night. Next morn­
ing when we wanted to leave the 

-natives would not let us go, insist 
ing on oilr Vemaining. I did not 
like this, but there was nothing 
else to do, so we stayed, r Well, that 
night we saw something moving all 
a^ut the island, and presently tur­
tles begun to crawl out of the water 
on to the shore. There were hun* 
dreds of .them. They came there to 
lay their eggs. It was an annual 
visit, and the Indians knew and 
kept track of it. They were there 
to have a feast. As soon as the 
■turtles were well on the island the 
fun began. With a big pole we 
would get after a turtle and upset 
him ,on his back, where he was help­
less. Scores were caught in this 
manner. For thdse they did not 
U'ant to eat at once the Indians 
scooped a hple .in the sand and 
dropped the turtle down on his 
back, and there bo remained until 
dragged out to be killed. The weird 
and fantastic performances we saw 
there beat anything I ever saw be­
fore or since. The Indians woulc 
eat and dance and dance and eat 
until they fell down, unable to 
move. As* soon as they had rested 
they would get up and go at it 
again. They kept that up for near? 
ly a week. Then we got away. How 
much longer they remained 1 can­
not say, but suppose they remain­
ed as long as there was anything to 
eat.”—Milwaukee Sentinel.
