“Six weeks later we passed through
Lakpa again on our way back to Loko-
Ja _and found It deserted—tiot a man,
woman or ¢hild, not a goat, not a fow!
~all gone, obviously fled into the hush,
1 felt distinetly hurt-at this churlish
behavior o the part of mny late admii-
ers and learned long afterward that on
our first visit our precious inferpreter
and others of our party had seized and
killed every goat and fowl in the vil-
lage. The wretched owners bad rush-
ed up to the rest house to complaln,
and all they got was *Thank you!
I am not ashamed to confess that I
‘cried when I made that discovery, The
lesson, however, went home to us both
and drove us to work ceaselessly at
the Hausa language, knowing there
could be no security for ourselves or
Justice for the people until we could be
independent of dlshonest interpreta-
tion.”
