There Are Hundreds of Millions 
of Them In India.

THE FAME OF JUGGERNAUT.

Puri—Tb« Thr## Montttr Car#.

If I were asked to descrl]t^ India the 
first rem.Trk that Would spring frota 
my lips would be, **It Is a land of 
Idols." It would be impossible to coai- 

 ̂ put© the number of Idols that there 
must be at the p re i^ t time In India. 
The Hindoos pretend to have 333,000,- 
000 gods, and thwe are represented by 
Inanmerable Idols, so that we are cjulte 
bewildered with the thought of taking 
the census of the idols of India. The' 
population of the whole Indian empire 
l3 now about 300,000,000, and possibly 
the country contains ten times as many 
idob as people.

Benares is the great center of the 
Mui making business, though In all 
i«irts of India the trade floiirlshiHj. 
Potters the day throrgh may be wv*n 
In the sacfeil city mek'lng lan.gcs of 
clay for temporary use. Seulptora also 
may be found producing representa­
tives of the gods In stone or marble. 
Carpeuters, mmeover, make great 
wooden idols for the templfes, and 
workers in metal-^goldsmlths, copper­
smiths and brass workers—iom ont 
more or less highly finished speclmeua 
iu their res|>ectl?e metals,

When speaking of Idols It should be 
borne in mind tbat the images turned 
out by the potter, sc'ulptor, carver.or 
manufacturer are not considered sa­
cred or fit to be worshiped iintit cer 
tain mystic words have been uttered 
over them by a priest The coremony 
of "the giving of life," as It is called» 
to the image Is a very solemn affair, 
and when it is done the idol is rei;nrd- 
od as holy and must ever afterwai-d be 
approached and treated with the ut­
most reverence.

Out of the many millions of so calkd 
gods In India, all of whom are counted 
worthy of worship, three are regardfd 
as specially sacred and form’ the Hin­
doo triad or trinity. They are re­
spectively Brahma, Vishnu and Siva. 
Of these It is stated the second per- 

‘son of the trinity only has been rep­
resented on this earth by human in­
carnations. Through one or ali Of these 
gods the Hindoos believe they m t^ ob­
tain salvation. Brahma represents the 
way ofe salvation by wisdom, Vishnu

was unnvoklable. On Sept. 1, 1870, 
at 0 o'clock in the morning, Marsha! 
.MacMahou, returning wounded to Se­
dan. met the emperor riding out to 
BaF-fdlbs. Napoleon HI. realised ttiat 
the situation was desperate. He rod© 
slowly out. dcprtMssed and thoughtful, 
under a hail of shot During an hour 
he in«i>ecled the iMJSitious. Ballots 
rained mi his escort. Captain d'Hendt- 
court was killed a few feet away from 
the emperor. Tlie latter, deliberately 
seeking death, aliglited, oidered bis es­
cort to remain bebind an embankment 
and walke(l up to a cemetery on a 
height, wlicro he stayed for anotbcr 
hour, exposed to fire. He mounted 
again and rode to another part of the 
field. General de Conrsou and Captain 
do Treceason were dangerously V'ound- 
ed by his side, but not a buHet hit him,  ̂
Ti e e»r're’'ov .-'t last seemed to drsimtr 
of meet lug his death as bo sougiit It 
and rode f)rtck to Sedan at noon. In 
(he tow'D itself stieiis fell thick, and 
while the emperor w'as riding with his 
escort up the Grand Hue one burst 
Just in front .of him, wounded one of 
the Cent Gardes and killed the horses 
of two nlds-de-camp. Napoleon III 
looked on stolidly> nnderstandlng, |ier 
liaps. that it was not his fate to die In 
actfcn. The story that be liad tw« 
hoiTcs killed under him is, therefore 
not correct. But there Is no doubt that 
the unfortun.ite emperor, beaten ohd 
llLn pathetic anl tragic figure, did de- 
lllwrately seek death oî  the field to 
escape Uic dlggrace of S^an Svhicb he 
foreaaw.—Parls Letter.

The great cars have 
to bo dragged a certain distance—half 
a mile or more from the temple—and 
the god will not allow horses or ele 
pbants to undertake the work, but 
calls upon bis faithful worshipers to 
do it themcelvcs. Immense ropes, or, 
rather, cables, cire attached to the cars, 
and at the word of command from the 
priests thousands of men and even 
women and children rush foi*ward and 
seize the ropes and range themselves 
tn order and the next moment are 
straining and pulling at the cumber­
some conveynnc€«, which at length 
move with n heavy, creaking noise.

Never shall I forget the sight The 
road was filled with tens of thousands 
of lookers-on. all wild with excitement 
and the fanatics who held the ropes 
were dragging the cars along with 
frenzied seal. Every now and then 
there would be a stop that the men
