The bulk of the men On boî rO 
were yonng soldiers.
'The rush of water on the Birkenhead 

striking was so great that most of the 
soldiers on the lower troop deck were 
drowned In toelr hammocte. The r«.

on deck, many only partly dressed, and 
fell in as orderly and as quietly as on
