As one seés on the billboards
advertising ‘‘The Clansman" a
haif circle of oddly masked and
shrouded figures labeled *“‘Ku
Klux Klan,” the curiosity is
keenly excited. The Ku Kluxers,

secret society of Southern white
men organized to stamp out the
excesses ,of the carpetbagger
negro regime and re-establish|

met at- dead of night in moun-
tain caves or deserted houses and
caused it to be given out that
they were the spirits of the Con-
federate dead, come to revenge
themse lves on their enemies.
The suporstmous negroes were
the vietims of their own fears,
and even the rvmor of a visit
from the dreaded Ku Klux
caused them speedily to decamp,
Graver criminals were punished
by whipping, and if the offence
wag repeated were expelled from
the country or strungup. These
stern measures were necessary
in a time of anarchy and chaos
when bush whackers committed
frequent outrages and the whites
were in mgbtly fear of a general
negro uprising and a massacres,
The Ku Klux Klan flourished in
most of the Southern States from |;

The workers in the factories
of the South came off the farms.
This relieved the competitionon
the farm and cotton went up to
a decent price. Now that many
factories are shut down the price
of cotton promptly falls, The
causes of both the ups and the
downs of the price of cotton are
beyond the reach of the night
riders but are within the reach
of constructive influences like

warehousing and a decent cur-j

rency system and the further de-
velopment of all kinds of manu-
factures.

Besides its constructive work
of building warehouses, helping
to aeform the currency to make
it meet the varying require-
ments of marketing the crops
and fostering further diversifi-
cation of manufacturing and
farming the Farmers’ Union
should charge itself particularly
with the duty of putting down
lawlessness. It should set its
face against night riders and
their ‘doings.—Charlotte Chron-
icle.
