B. C., like the Romans of the first, 
had am  red at a critical stage in 
the course of then* development,
and each nation succeeded in pro- 
d^icing a hero at the right moment 
to lead it to the accomplishment of 
its destiny. The prescience with 
wiiicli Tulius Caesar, confronted 
with the problem of finding a suita­
ble defensive fronticir for the Ro­
man empire, solved it by the occu­
pation of Ihe line of the Rhine is 
rightly considérenlas one of the 
chief reasons for his pre-emihent 
place in the world’s history. The 
gnardcd river that the genius of 
the great dictator had made the 
frontier of the Roman empire was 
the terminus of ^ b a r ism  ior near­
ly five centuries^ Chi Huang Ti 
was confronted with the same prob­
lem.
