Sciencie Hat Demoiutratcd the Fact oí 
« a Fatore Eziitence.

The only satisfactory answer 
to the .momentous question, 
are the dead alive? must be 
founded upon facts, says Alfred 
Russel Wallace irrthe Nove^piber 
Delineator. During the last sixty 
years evidence has been accumq 
lating in j;very part of the world 
which.affords demonstration that 
the s&gglled dead have never 
really died at all, but Lave passed 
into a new and higher stage of 
existence. Many of these are 
able to communicate with us, and 
most of them assure us that 
when they wake from the sleep 
we call “death" they find them 
selves much more alive than 
ever they were before. And 
this is only what we might ex*̂  
pect, for we all feel that our 
mental faculties are to so.i e ex- 
te t t  clogged and stifled by the 
garment of flssh, and that only 
when in the most perfect health 
do. our higher faculties attain 
their fullest expression.

This rapid entrance on a state 
of spiritual well-being and hap* 
pir#s3 seems to be very ganc ral 
among those who have led ordi­
narily good and 'natuial lives, 
but is by no means universal

Id Indin there arc numerous pen-  ̂
itents* of uiilerent sects, called Fa- 
kecr?,” “ Vo;;eos” “l> d in s” ‘Tan-  ̂
daroous/* etc., v:bo make a vow to i 
live at tlie exj.eme" of the public | 
and travel about begging, says the , 
Xew York Press! The Fakecrs are- 
Mussulmans, cunning, hypocritical 
and impudent. They do all sorts- 
of siliy stunts and are altogether a 
disgusting lot. Sometimes they as­
semble in troops of 8,000 < k  10,000, 
levying contributions whexevor they 
go. The total number of Fakeers 
ill British India is about 900,000.

Among thd  ̂ various brands or 
breeds o f Fakeers you will find the 
“Dundee,” the “Brumhucharee 
the “Ramatn,” the “ Voiahnuvu” 
and the genuine Mussulman Fakeer. 
Many of the more enlightened Hin­
doos, especially the BraKmans, hold 
these mendicants in the utmost con­
tempt and have assisted the Brit­
ish government as far as they dared 
in putting them to work. On the 
other hand, aome rich property 
ovmers trea t the frauds with the 
greatest reverence.

A few years ago there was a Fa­
keer who lay on a bed of sjnkes 

' and took the. name of Purrum Soa- 
tuntre, wliich means "self posses­
sion” or “independence.” At the 
age of ten  this man began a life of 
self mortification. He woiild lie 
on thorns and pebbles. This tor­
ture he kept up until he was twen­
ty, and then he wandered about as 
a  Fakeer, going from one holy 
place to another, At one town he 
shut himself up in a cell, vovring to 
do penance for twelve years. There 
he remained until vermin gnawed 
his flesh and left marks which last­
ed through life. The rajah, takir^  
pity on him, opened the door of his 
ceil and bade him step forth. Tlie 
poor wretch was furious at this act 
of sympathy and heaped cur^s 
upon the  rajabas head for breaking 
in on him,

1 Torture was nothing to Purrum 
Soatuntre. "Give me a bed of 
spikes,”  he cried, and the rajah, 
frightened lest the curses of the 
ferocious Fakeer should blight his 

complied. And this bed of 
:es became a sort of triumphal 

car for l^irrum . He set out imme­
diately on Jong journeys and was 
drawn on this awful bed all around 
the country for thousands of miles, 
the poor Hindoos worshiping him 
as a god. He traveled in this way 
for thirty-five years.

Purrum  was, however, liot con­
tent with the supposed merit of his 
self to rture on \lie bed of spikes. 
He tried to  put himself to greater 
pain by causing water to  fall on his 
head day and night in the cold sea­
son, drop by drop, from a pot with 
holes in  i t  placed over him, so that 
he might be constantly uneasyj and 
when th e  hot weather cahie he mor­
tified himself in an opposite man­
ner by causing logs of wood to be 
kept burning around him to make 
his sufferings from the heat greater. 
This wretch never earned a rupee.

Praoun Poury was the most re- 
markaUe of all Fakeers. He held his 
arms over his head until the circu­
lation of the blood stopped. His 
nails grew to be ti^lons, and his s 
seemed to grow to the bone, so th 
the joints refused to work, and he 
could never take his arms down 
again. Fie sat with his legs tucked 
under him till they became useless. 
Every day he was brought out to a 
public place and'seated upon a leop­
ardos skin. The people came and 
supplied him with the most delicate 
food. **

New!lar Cinteiw «f the DifftriM Maw 
tiv« Tribes»

Tlie marriage custom» of west 
and southwest Africa are in many 
cases peculiar. They dilTer, of 
course, in different tribes, but have 
broad lifies in common.

A coastal tribe* alwa}^ consider» 
itself superior to an inland trib^  
and even it» meanest member 
claims to rank higher than 
most p w erfu l man of an up coun- 
tiy  tribe. A man may marry any 
woman he like» of any tribe, it  be­
ing held that he gives her his own 
status, whatever that may be, but 
i t  is almoH unheard of for a wothan 
tp m arry “beneath” her. As a re­
sult some of the women of the most 
superior coast tribes, like the  
Mpongwe, look to marriage with 
white men and frequently attain to 
it.

T he parents on both sides rule 
absolutely in the m atter of mar­
riage between natives. First the 
would be bridegroom goes empty 
handed to obtain the consent of the 
bride’s father. Then he goes again 
with gifts, and the father calls in 
other members of the family to 
view the gifts. On the third visit 
be carries trade gin, a sufficiently 
poisonous compound, generally 
from Hamburg. In  the old days it 
was palm  toddy or wine.

On this occasion ho pays over an 
instaüm ent of the dowry. On the 
fourth visit he takes his parents 
with him and is permitted to see 
the g irl herself. When next ho calls 
his prospective mother-in-law pro­
vides a feast for himself end his 
relatives, the host and hostess eat­
ing nothing, but taking a hand in 
the drinking. Finally the man goes 
with gifts and the balance of the 
dowry and takes the w ora^  away. 
On arrival at his village she is wel­
comed with singing and a strenu­
ous dance called “nkanja.”  '
