Taxes For Negro Schools.

In his recent report Hon. J. Y.
Joyner, State superintendent of
education, gives the following in-
formation inregard to the taxes
for negro schools, which is of
interest:

“In justice to the negro and
for the information of some of
our people who have heen misled

of the caxes that the white
people ‘pay is being spent for
the education of the negro, it
may be well at the outset to give
a brief statement of the facts in
regard to the appurtionment of
of the school fund.
The constitution directs that in
the distribution of the fund na
diserimination shall be madé in
favor of either race. This re-
port shows that in 1905 the
negroes of the city and rural
distriets reccived for teachers’
salaries and building school
houses $304,395.82 for 226,976
children of school age, The
whites received for the same
pursoses for 469,646 children of
school age $1,277,422.22. The
negroes therefore constitute
about one-third of the population
and receive an apportionment
for the same purposes as the
whites of less than one-fifth of
the school money. This report
shows that the negroes paid for
rural schools 1n taxss on their
oroperty and polls about $106,-
142,03, or nearly one half of all
that they receive' for school
purpose, Add to this their just
ghare of liquor licenses and fines,
forfeitures and penalties, most
of which they really pay, and
their share of the larwe school
tax paid by corporations, to
‘which they are eatitled under
the constitution by every dictate
of reason and it will be apparent
that ;if any part of the taxes
actually paid by indiviual white

Fires In Bamboo Forests Are the
- . Fiercest Known.
i

SWEEP ON A MILE A MINUTE. § ‘

"Like the Roar, the Roll and the Rattle

of a Great Battle Is the Noise of the
Exploding Stalks That Sometimes
Shoot High Into the Air.

" When the forests are afire, when
the smoke makes dusk ut nooi and
reddens the harvest moon a thousand
miles away, there is the measure of a
conflagration. \When the prairies burn,
a8 they used to before farms had crept
in upon the endless miles of grass,
there was a fire which ran like mad
and left behind it a blackened trail of
death. 1If one could combine the speed
of the prairie fire with the tumult of
the blazing forest, that would be a
fire indeed. o ‘

Such a combination Is effected when
the bamboo 'zroves catch fire.  The
bamboo is but a grass, a grass with
the beight of a tree, swaying stems |
reaching 100, even 150, feet in air.

In Cambodia, where the bamboo
groves along the rivers cover the space
of forests, it is no unusual thing for
fires to break out and sweep all before
them for many miles, If the summer
has been dry the bamboo turns:sear
and inflammable as any grass.

All that is needed is a spark; then
ruin runs red. It is not necessary to
rely upon the carelessness of the
woodsman to start the blaze. - The
bamboo can kindle itself.

Let two swayirg stalks of dry bam-
boo be set in motion by the breeze, fet
one rub across the other long enough,
and the friction will set the spark, and
the long dry leaves will feed the flame.
It is known that many fires of the
bamboo forests thus originate.  Per-
haps it was from observing such a
sight that primitive man learned the
Promethean secret. That theory has
been advanced. :

As soon as a flame in the bamboos
has crept to the level of the tossing
tips it spreads like wildfire. The wind
carries a sheet of -flame along the grove
at tremendous speed. Some observers

From such a burst of fire there could
be no escape. Fortunately it passes
high overhead at the tops of the bam-
boos.
