They are the 
chaff of human society and glory 
in the fact that they are not the 
solid grain. They imagine they 
are holding the earth together 
but the only respect of consider­
ation they gain or hold is that o 
ihose like themselves who hope 
» reach their realm. It is 
)itifully small soul that can thus 
die the days away on things 
hat are not of the least conse­

quence in the world to a human 
being. The best people are the 
sensible people of a community. 
They are those who are neither 
afraid nor ashamed of honest 
labor; who add their part to the 
strength of the State; who honor 
a man rather than his money 
and who fear God and love their 
fellows. We are glad that the 
froth passes for just about its 
true worth in North Carolina, 
and that the light weights who 
imagine they are so important a 
factor in our society amount to 
little more than a hill of beans.
