In 1902 at the State Norma! at 
Greensboro, nnder the super- 
visjon of education’s best friend, 
Dr. Mclver. an association was 
organized which has proved one 
of the most practical agencies in 
promoting progress and advance­
ment in every line of school work 
that the State has ever known.

This association was given the 
name of the Woman’s Better­
ment Association, and it has in­
deed shown itself to be most 
suitably named, for it has truly 
been a boon to the schools of 
North Carolina. The rural 
schools have reaped the lion’s 
share of the benefit, for it  is 
there that imp/ovements are 
greatly needed—though the town 
and city schools have certainly 
felt its far reaching influence.

Aside from the material aid 
the association has rendered-in 
fact through this material aid— 
communities have received social 
and moral benefits that can never 
be estiomted. In order to ap­
preciate and understand this ser­
vice we have to know sona^thing 

* of the existing conditions both 
in the school rooms and respec* 
tive communities.

We realize that all classes and 
conditions are found in the aver­
age school. These chiHren to a 
great extent reflect their sur- 
roundings. Imagine then the joy 
with which a  majority of them 
from poorer homes would wel­
come a neat, cherry, attractive 
and comfortable room, and in 

^many instances revel in -̂ the 
books that even the average 
school now affords.

I t is trne the most impression­
able period of a child’» life is 
spent in the school room, i t  is 
then that his character is being 
made, his ideals created and life 
long habits formed. His sur­
roundings a t tl is critical time 
should he everything that tends 
to stimulate, uplift, enoble and 
refine.

I t is also unquestionably true 
that the silent influences of en* 
vironment and example are the 
most powerful and lasting fac­
tors in character building. If 
this be the case the Betterment 
Assog^tion has opened an 
avenue for the development of 
the youth of the State and 
should he heartily supported by 
every teacher and parent, yea, 
every citizen of the State.

We have seen how the moral 
tone of a community can be 
affected by this organization— 
now let us look into the social 
influence of it.

In the first place, any moral 
development is sure to bring 
improvément in social conditions. 
A clean, attractive school room 
and school grounds are sute to 
have a refining infiuence on the 
roughest child in school. Before 

• we realize the cause of the 
change we find the children tak­
ing more interest in their per­
sonal appearance, caring more 
for hooks, flowers and pictures, 
in fact, living on a higher plain 
altogether. Naturally this in 
fluence is felt at home and 
brings sunshine where all was 
darkness before. But in addition 
to what improvement and 
development the silent influehca 
of environment may bring about, 
the good that is derived from 
being brought in touch with pa- 
rantÉ of pupils ii ineatimabie

At Hertford, Perquimans coun­
ty, on March 9th, will be held a 
meeting which should be attend­
ed by every farmer in the terri­
tory covered by this paper.

Experiment Station and State 
Department of Agriculture are 
endeavoring to make this occa­
sion one which will result in 
^ ea t benefit to the farmers of 
this portion of the State, One 
or more speakers from each of 
these institutions will be present 
and make talks. The occasion 
will 1)0 known As “Corn Judging 
Day” and attention will be con­
fined largely to judging lots of 
ear-corn of differentV kinds 
brought in by farmers and to 
talks on different phases of corn 
growing and kindred subjects by 
the severaTspecialists who .will 
be present, “ More and better 
corn” will be the motto of this 
gathering and no progressive 
cbrn-grower in this section can 
afford not to be present on this  ̂
occasion The management of 
the Norfolk & Southern railway 
has agreed to ruii a special train 
from Washington, which will 
leave there at 6 :80 on the morn­
ing of March 9th and connect 
with the trains from Belhaven 
and Columbia at Mackeys Ferry 
will arrive at Hertford at 10:30 
a. m. Returning the afternoon 
of the same day, the special will 
leave Heitford at 6 o’clock and 
arrive at Washington, Belhaven 
and Columbia not later than ten 
o’clock that night Those farm­
ers who wish to go from Moycn-k 
and intermediate points may 
use the regular trains both go- 
inp and returning.

If his corn is 
not what he thinks it shouW be, 
take it along anyway withou 
nubbing and let the corn judges 
point out to him the good and 
bad qualities of each ear of his 
corn so that he may select his 
seed-corn in the future in sucha 
way as to g e í greater financial 
returns for the efforts and 
thought he puts into corn grow­
ing. This meeting is being held 
for the sole purpose of helping 
farmers in this section of the 
State to the production of larger 
yields of corn per acre at less 
cost per bushel.

This meeting will be of a two­
fold character. R|rst, talks will 
be made in the court house both 
morning and afternoon on selec­
tion of seed corn by Dr. A. B, 
Shame], of the Ü. S. Department 
of Agriculture; varieties and 
seed selection by Director 0. B. 
Williams, of the N, 0. Experi­
ment Station; preparations of 
seed bed and cultivation of crop 
by Mr. J. P. Campbell and Mr. 
C. R. Hudson, of the Farm­
ers’ Co-operative Demonstration 
Work of the U. 8. Department 
of Agriculture; agricultual ed­
ucation by President D. H. Hill, 
of the A. and M. College ; am 
work of the State Department 
of Agriculture, by Maj, W. A 
Graham, State Commissioner o 
Agriculture. Second, at the 
same time long tables sufficient 
to hold all the exhibits, of corn 
will be arranged in the court 
house square, or in some build­
ing, and relays of exhibits wil 
be called out during the day 
from time to time, until all lots 
of corn have been examined by 
the owners and judges and a se­
lection made of the ten bes 
ears of each lot for seed pur­
pose. >

LOST C U SSICS.

N et One Work of Menander or Varre 
Remains to Us.

What with barbarism, reli^ous 
intolerance and indifference, little 
could have remained to us of the 
literatures of Greece and Rome but 
for their ^almost inexliaustib’e 
wealth. ,

Of Sappho we possess only ah ode 
or two and quoted fragments. Her 
works were burned in the eleventh 
century by order of the great Hil­
debrand. Addison says by way of 
consolation that they were “filled 
with such bewildering tenderness 
and rapture it might have been 
dangerous to give them a yeading,” 

Of 108 comedies of Greek domes­
tic life, the work of Menander, a 
writer whose field was never occu­
pied by anybody else and whose 
purity of style Plutarch declares to 
nave been surpassed by Homer 
alone, not even what may be called 
a fragment remains. Stray lines are 
quoted here and there. Twenty- 
ifour of the plays are known to have 
existed until the seventeenth cen­
tury, when they were erased from 
their orolls to make space for* t̂he 
works of an ecclesiastical writer.

Of the 270 dramas of the great 
Greek tragedians, Aeschylus, Sopho­
cles and Euripides, only thirty-two 
are poaessed by the world today.

The brilliant Livy, to whi5m Ma­
caulay, among moderns, is often lik­
ened, wrote 140 volumes or rolls of 
his “Annals” of Rome., Of these
onty thirty-five remain to us.

Of the thirty historical volumes 
of Tactitus we have four,
, Of Pliny the elder, the sole great 
naturalist of the Roman race, but 
one work has escaped destruction.
