He suggests that the 
farmers open up their barns 
and storage houses, clean them 
thoroughly and let in all the air 
possible. This will come very 
near distroying the bug. An 
additional safe-guard consists in 
burning sulphur in the rooms. 
This bug. means thousands* of 
dollars loss to tobacco industry, 
and farmers, right at this time, 
can effect a great saving by get­
ting rid of the pest ^

In the stress of a battle between 
French and English the game of 
chess was not forgotten. An Eng­
lish knight seized the hridlo of King 
Louis le Gros and cried to his e o ^  
rades, *‘The king is taken!” Louis, 
notwithstanding his carnal incnm- 
brance, more than equal to the 
English knight, struck him to the 
ground, exclaiming, **Know, Sir 
Knight, that at chess the king is 
never taken 1”

So re­
cords Anna Commena of her im­
perial -father, whom she lovíed and 
served so well.

At the time of the renaissance 
chess was much played in the high­
est Italian society. Pope Leo a . 
delighted in the game and himself 
possessed s set of silver chessm^. 
And as the game is of immemorial 
antiquity, so its*'virtues will main 
tain it so long as the world shall 
last. The first book printed by 
Caxton in the Engish language was 
^̂ The Game and Playe of the 
Gbesss.”—Treasury MeoíMÍnv.
