At dinner in the editor's home 
the visiting celebrity must be en­
tertained. It may be "our con­
stituent" during the exciting 
days of town or county politics; 
the orator who will address "our 
frílow-townsmen," or the educa­
tor, or the "talent" that comes 
fipm the near-by but mysterious 
"city " to aid in acquiring iunds 
for some particular church or 
charity. Upon such occasions 
the country editor's wife must 
have at least the appearance of 
having "a soul above buttons."

Execution by drownhig was abol-i 

Islmd in France by Henri Quatre^ only 
to be revived by one of bis suecesKurs.' 
It,, was finally abolished as a statutrury 
method of execution by the earliest de­cree of the great revolutionaries.

As late as the eighteenth century 
death by drowning was decreed to a 
felon In Ikiinburgh, and in the middle 
ages it was a common enough m ^ e  
of doing a convicted criminal to death. That execution of this nature was con­
sidered as humane as any other, so far 
88 the victim was concerned, is shown 
by the fact that It was not unknown 
among the early Jews, who varied the 
punishment of stoning adulteresses by  ̂
drowning them. Among the Bgyptians" It was common. The Boman lex co^ 
nelia sanctioned the method by placing 
it on the statute records. Tacitus tells 
us that the Germans copied the prac­tice from the Romans. The Teuton 
termed It the "last baptism," and he 
did not allow his powers of Imagina­
tion to sleep when he set about de­
vising additional varieties which 
should add to the excitement attend­
ing upon the doomed peraon’s depar­
ture from life. The convict Vas sewed 
up, Monte Cristo fashlo^ In a hag, and 
with him were inclosed a vlclous d<^ 
a hungry cat, a violent roosta*, a  ven­
omous viper, all very much alive and 
presumably kicking.
