WHERE THE MONET WENT.

North CaroKii Received $1,$33,757 
f m  the U, S, in 1836,

Of the $1,488,756.80 received 
by North Carolina from the 
United States treasnij under 
the act of congress of 1886 dis^ 
tributing the surplus of the 
Jackson administration the State 
invested $^ ,000 for the 
demption of State stock in the 
Bank of Cape Fear, Fayetteville, 
with branch ba îk in Raleigh; 
^00,000 was set aside for a liter 
aryor school fund; $588,657.80 
appropriated for an internal im­
provement fund and $100,000 ap­
plied to what was termed a pub­
lic fund. Every dollar of this 
money was long since complete­
ly lost to the State and In the 
event of the passage of the pend­
ing bill in congress for the, return 
of this naoney to the general gov­
ernment by the States that re­
ceived it North Carolina would be 
obliged to issue new State bonds 
with which to make the pay­
ment. The manner iu which 
the money was lost would make 
a long story. The investment 
in the Bank of Cape Fear was 
ost through the complete 
collapse of this institution; the 
literary fund as then established 
dwindled through unfortunate 
investments prior to the civil 
war and the residue is shown by 
the history of the reconstruction 
period to have been squandered 
by the carpet-baggers and others 
to whom the State government 
fell a victim, while much of the 
benefit from the portion of the 
fund set aside for internal im­
provements was wiped out by 
the ravages of the civil war, the 
depreciation in stocks and se­
curities, owing to the war wiping 
ont about the last vestige of the 
several funds into which the 
“government loan” had been ap­
portioned.

Chances in Qambilng.
Henri Poincare, the leading mathe­

matician of Prance, declares that 
there is no infallible martingale or 
method of doubling one’s stakes after 
every loss. "All one can do." says 
M. Poincare, "is to combine one’s play M as to have a great chance of win­
ning a little and a little chance of los­
ing much or s few chances of gaining 
much and many chances of losing lit­
tle. One can arrange his play so as to 
have one chance of winning a million 
francs and a million chances of losing 
a franc or a million chances of win­
ning a fran ' and one chance of losing a million francs--and that’s all."

Sir Matthew Hale, it is true, had 
hanged two poor women at Cam­
bridge in 1664, but a few years later 
Lord Chief Justice Holt set him­
self strongly^ against such charges 
and in every case tried before Mm 
directed the jury to bring in a ver­
dict of acquittal. In a celebrated 
trial at Guildford in 1701 not only 
was the supposed witch found not 
guilty, but her false accuser, one 
John Hathaway, was condemned to 
a yearis imprisonment and to stand 
'*n the pillory three times. Yet, 
horrible to relate, a woman named 
Hicks and her daughter, a child of 
nine, were hanged together at 
Huntingdon on July 28, 1716, for 
raising a storm of wind in league 
with the devil.

T he'last judicial sentence for 
witchcraft in England was in 1736, 
one Jane Wenham being actually 
found guilty, according to the in­
dictment, of “conversing familiar­
ly with the devil in the form of a 
cat." The judge, however, procured 
a reprieve for poor old Jane, and 
she was ultimately released, to end 
her days in peace.

Last, the witchcraft act was re­
pealed for the United Kingdom in 
the same year. It was quite time, 
for otíly nine years earlier, in 1727, 
a woman was brought before Cap­
tain David Ross, deputy sheriff of 
Sutherland, charged with “causing 
her daughter to he shod by the dev­
il,” and so making her lame both in 
hands and feet. The fact having 
been proved to the captain's satis- 
itaction, the old woman was put into 
Á tar barrel and burned at Dornoch. 
The weather being cold at the time, 
.we are told that she “sat composed­
ly warming herself by the fire pre­
pared to consume her while the oth­
er instruments of death were get­
ting ready." ® I

The last attempt to execute a 1 
.witch in England ended disastrously 
for the perpetrators. In 1751 at 
Tring tw’o old people named Os- j 
bome  ̂man and wife, being suspect- i 
ed of witchcraft, were seized by • ,  
crowd, stripped, cross bound and^ 
thrown into a pond. Both died of 
this brutal treatment. But the 
witchcraft act had been repealed, 
and, a verdict of willful murder hav­
ing been' returned against one Col­
ley, the chief instigator of the as­
sault, he was in due course tried 
and hanged.—CornhiH Magazine.
