significant question: 
you think the more you advise 
farmers to plant ̂  small crops of 
tobáceo the harder they will 
strive to do the reverse Since 
receiving this communication we 
have thought much on this line, 
and it really seems that the query 
carries with it a most significant 
liruth, that the farmers are de­
termined to act directly iq oppo 
sition to the;advice given^ them 
oqAh^ tobacco subject .through 
the.newspapens and trade jour­
nals of the country. It seems 
strange that intelligent men 
should be so blind to their own 
interest and suspidous of foul 
play from those who attempt to 
give them the best advice on a 
subject that is of so much impor- 
tance to them.

Through month’s of hard toil 
the Southern Tobacco Journal 
has stnven to give its farmer 
readers the very best advice on 
this subject. All the time we 
have advocated small crops and 
good tobacco, and yet find 
that the planters are suspicious 
of our intentions and seem to- 
think that they are biased by 
some clique or ring. It is hardly 
necessary to say that such suspi­
cions are entirely unnecessary 
and that the Journal is owned 
and controlled by no*one except 
its editor and proprietor. We 
have advocated small cropá in 
Virginia and the Carolinas simply 
because we knew it was for the 
best of the planters. We have 
advocated the growing of good to- 
bcaco only-because we are con­
vinced that no other kind pays the 
cost of production. Last year the 
acreage was reduced simply be­
cause it was a matter of neces­
sity. The farmers had been 
growing large crops, and conse­
quently poor tobacco, so long 
that they were actuall unable 
to plant a large crop. ^

The reduced crop and better 
tobacco has placed many of them 
better in circumstances this year, 
and we should not be surprised 
to see many of them go back* to 
their old folly again. If you do 
this, farmers, our hands are 
clean from the enor you make. 
We have given it from a 
purely unselfish motive. 
We have used all the argu­
ment necessary to show you the 
foolishness of over-production 
and now if you will not heed the 
warning given the evil that must 
folíów your error will be upon 
your heads, not ours. In this 
effort we have not stood alone. 
The newpapers throughout this 
and adjoining Scates have lifted 
their voices ¿eroically against 
the sin of over-production, and 
even their good intentions have 
also been treated with suspicion. 
You know yourselves the error 
you commit in trying to grow 

■ large crops, and yet you have 
not the manhood to correct the 
wrong. Your jealously think 
that you neighbor is going to 
plantan aciemore than you, and 
you don’t want him to beat you 
on this score. You hear so much 
about the probability of a small 
crop that you want to put in a 

. big crop and steal a march on 
your neighbor. You lose sight of 
this important truth: That the 
planting of a large crop insures 
•poor tobacco, and hence poor 
prices.

Planters, it is time to give up 
such foolishness and be youf- 
selves fpr once. It is tíme to
