nor do we think we do so, We
hope, however, that no oceasion
will arise for testing the ques-
tion.

Why, of oourse, in such a trial
the lawyers for the defendant
would “run for” a jury who

bring in a verdict of guilty. It
would require greater browbeat-
ing than the ill-odorous Jeffries
practiced during the ‘‘bloody
assizes’ to secure a verdict “for
the State in such a prosecution.
“We do not expect to see the
question whether an indictment

iwould stand in a case like this

ever gsettled by North QOarolina
courts, but Judge Qook’s threat
to give it a trial will no doubt
have the effect of slightly di-
minishing the provocation for
such an attempt; that is, if the
