In General Lee was such a 
hero vouchsafed to us and to 
mankind, and* whether we be­
hold him declining the command 
of the Federal army to fight the 
battles and share the miseries of 
his own people; proclaiming on 
the heights in front of Gettys­
burg that the fault of the disas­
ter was his own; leading char­
ges in the crises of combat; 
walking under the yoke of com­
bat without a murmur of com­
plaint; or refusing fortunes to 
go to Washington and* Lee Uni­
versity and train the youth of 
his country in the path of duty, 
he is ever the same meek, grand, 
self-sacrificing spirit; Here he 
exhibited qualities not less 
worthy and heroic than those 
displayed on the broad and 
open theatre of conflict,, when 
tne eyes of nations watched his 
every action.' Here in the calm 
repose of civil and domestic du­
ties, and in the trying routine of 
incessant tasks, he lived a life as 
high as when, day by

Sprung from a sturdy Scotch- 
Irish race, reared in a wild coun 
ty, and surrounded by those 
environments capable of pro­
ducing a strong character, no 
wonder he was destined to in 
spire men to almost superhuman 
effort, and to strike terror to the 
heart of the foe.

When only seven, his sister 
and soon afterwards hie father 
died. No property was left, and 
the mother was forced to sew, 
teach and care as best she could 
for her little fatherless ones. 
When only eight he saw his 
mother pass away, but her dying 
words and prayers were never
effaced from his^memory*

While just budding into young 

manhood he was forced to leave 
home and seek employment It 
is sad to think of this young man 
thus thrown upon the world 
without mother, or sister, or any 
human influence, save his own 
will to keep him in the right 
fray. But during the period of 
his wild rough life there burned 
in his heart an ardent desire to 
reach that condition in life from 
which he had been thrust when 
left a poor, orphan boy. And 
even now, the great God who 
has said that He will be a father 
to the fatherless was opening up 
the way to a great and notable 
career for this poor,homeless 
boy.

In 1843 he secured the position 
of a cadet in the academy at 
West Point Clad in homespun 
clothes, his whole wardrobe 
packed in a pair of saddlebags, 
he set out for Washington. 
There, this youth, eighteen 
years of age, strong, ruddy 
faced and full of courage, re 
ceived the appointment and 
after an easy examination was 
admitted to this place of distinc­
tion.

Owing to the inability to 
dispose of it all the state liroi 
has been extended to June 1, 
after which time all flour made 
by this process will be seizec 
and^confiscated.

This law greatly diminishes 
the beauty of the finished pro 
duct, the almost snow white 
article that looks good and ap 
pears to have no pestilence that 
walks in the darkness or destroys 
ill the noon-day. The June 
flour will be far darker and less 
appealing to the eye. The pass 
ing of the snowflake loaf will 
cause sorrow. But it hat been 
decreed by the scientists ae 
dangerous, as dangerous as the 
scientific kiss wa< eleven years 
ago last fall.—Durham Herald

Rocky Site No Longer Ádvlted—Ccavel 
the ideal Soil. |

Strange as it may "ieem, after j 
2,000 years of talk and-song about  ̂
the advantages of founding one's J 
house upon a rock, one of the vci^, 
things that modern builders tell tis 
to avoid in selecting a site is rock. 
That is principally because of the 
great cost of excavating a cellar in 
rocky soil.

Another objection to rocl^ soil is 
that water will not soak through 
rock and so runs down it. Some of 
this water would be almost certain 
to seep through the cellar walls-, 
making the cellar damp, or it might s 
undermine the foundations.

Again, rock often contains 
springs. If a spring were opened 
during blasting it would mean ei­
ther that the water would have to 
flow through the cellar or be de­
flected, a costly operation. A house 
built upon a rock also vibrates dur­
ing thunderstorms.

Clay is perhaps more to bo avoid­
ed than rock. Clay collects water 
and spreads under pressure. I t ex­
pands in wet or frosty weather and 
contracts in summer. Frozen clay 
clin^ to brick or stone and often 
causes dislocation of cellar walls and
